      NOTICE FOR FILING AGENCY PROTESTS

It is the policy of the Coast Guard to issue solicitations and make contract awards in a fair and timely manner.  The Ombudsman Program for Agency Protests (OPAP) was established to investigate agency protest issues and resolve them without expensive and time-consuming litigation.  OPAP is an independent reviewing authority that is empowered to grant a prevailing protester essentially the same relief as the General Accounting Office (GAO).


Interested parties are encouraged to seek resolution of their concerns within the Coast Guard as an Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) forum, rather than filing a protest with the GAO or some external forum.  Interested parties may seek resolution of their concerns informally or opt to file a formal agency protest with the contracting officer or Ombudsman.


Informal forum with the Ombudsman.  Interested parties who believe that a Coast Guard procurement is unfair or otherwise defective should first direct their concerns to the cognizant contracting officer.  If the contracting officer is unable to satisfy the concerns, the interested party is encouraged to contact the Coast Guard Ombudsman for Agency Protests.  Under this informal process, the agency is not required to suspend contract award performance.  Use of an informal forum does not suspend any time requirement for filing a protest with the agency or other forum.  In order to ensure a timely response, interested parties should provide the following information to the Ombudsman:  solicitation/contract number, contracting office, contracting officer, and solicitation closing date (if applicable). 


Formal Agency Protest with the Ombudsman.  Prior to submitting a formal agency protest, protesters must first use their best efforts to resolve their concerns with the contracting officer through open and frank discussions.  If the protester’s concerns are unresolved, an independent review is available by the Ombudsman.  The protester may file a formal agency protest to either the contracting officer or as an alternative to that, the Ombudsman under the OPAP program.  Contract award or performance will be suspended during the protest period unless contract award or performance is justified, in writing, for urgent and compelling reasons or is determined in writing to be in the best interest of the Government.  The agency’s goal is to resolve protests in less than 35 calendar days from the date of filing.  Protests shall include the information set forth at FAR 33.103(d)(2).  If the protester fails to submit the required information, resolution of the protest may be delayed or the protest may be dismissed. All insurance policies shall provide for notice of cancellation and shall be given to the Contracting Officer not less than 30 days before the effective date of such cancellation, and the certificates of insurance shall indicate that the above provision has been included.

H.2  SUBCONTRACT DATA.  The Contractor shall submit an executed Statement and Acknowledgment Standard Form 1413, to the Contracting Officer for every subcontractor (including every subcontractor of the second or lower tier) that will be performing work at the construction site. H.6 PRICING OF REQUESTS FOR EQUITABLE ADJUSTMENT:

The cost principles and procedures of FAR Subpart 31.2, prescribed by Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) Subpart 31.105, are incorporated in this contract.

(a) Submit detailed price proposals for all Contract Modification Requests (CMR's) and/or changes in the work to the Contracting Officer when requested.  Submit proposals within 20 calendar days after receipt of request, or such other time as prescribed by the Contracting Officer. (See Division 1 of the Specifications)  The proposal must consist of an itemized price breakdown in sufficient detail to permit an analysis of all materials, labor, equipment and overhead at both the prime and subcontractor levels and must cover all work involved whether such work was deleted, added or changed.  Furnish the above itemized breakdown signed by each subcontractor participating in the change regardless of tier.  Determine the reasonableness of the subcontractor’s proposal.  An itemized breakdown will not be required for proposals amounting to less than $2,500.  In addition, if your proposal includes a request for a time extension clearly show the effect of the modification/change on your construction schedule including which activities will be impacted, the extent of the impact, and an explanation of why the remainder of the schedule can't be adjusted to reduce this impact.

 (b) When the necessity to proceed with a change does not allow sufficient time to negotiate a modification or because of failure to reach an agreement the Contracting Officer may, under the authority of the Changes clause of this contract (FAR 52.243-4), issue a Change Order instructing you to proceed on the basis of a tentative price based on the best estimate available at the time, with the firm price to be determined later.  Furthermore, when a Change Order is issued, you must submit a price proposal following the procedure in (a), above, for the equitable adjustment within 20 calendar days, or such other time as prescribed by the Contracting Officer.

(c) The Contracting Officer will consider issuing a unilateral modification to the contract, if your proposal, prepared as required by paragraphs (a) and (b) of this clause, is not received within the required time, or if agreement is not reached. 

(d)  The proper measure of the amount of downward adjustment in the contract price when the change involves credit to the Government is your reasonable costs had you performed the deleted work.  Also, a reasonable allowance for overhead and profit should be included as part of the downward adjustment for deductive changes.  This allowance is subject to negotiations.

H.8  DESIGN-BUILD CONTRACT – ORDER OF PRECEDENCE

(a) The contract includes the standard clauses and schedules current at the time of contract award.  It entails (1) the solicitation in its entirety, including all drawings, cuts, and illustrations, and any amendments, and (2) the successful offeror’s accepted proposal.  The contract constitutes and defines the entire agreement between the Contractor and the Government.  No documentation shall be omitted which in any way bears upon the terms of that agreement.

(b) In the event of conflict or inconsistency between any of the provisions of this contract, precedence shall be given in the following order:

(1) Betterments:  Any portions of the accepted proposal that both conform to and exceed the provisions of the solicitation.

(2) The provisions of the solicitation. 

(3) All other provisions of the accepted proposal.

(4) Any design products including, but not limited to, plans specifications, engineering studies and analyses, shop drawings, equipment installation drawings, ets., these are “deliverables” under the contract and are not part of the contract itself.  Design products must conform to all provisions of the contract in the order of precedence herein.

H.9  KEY PERSONNEL, SUBCONTRACTORS AND OUTSIDE ASSOCIATES OR CONSULTANTS

In connection with the services covered by this contract, any in-house personnel, subcontractors, and outside associates or consultants will be limited to the individuals or firms that were specifically identified during the Phase I selection as supplemented and agreed to during Phase II negotiations.  The contractor shall obtain the Contracting Officer’s written consent before making any substitution for these designated in-house personnel, subcontractors, associates, or consultants.
H.10  WARRANTY OF CONSTRUCTION (DESIGN BUILD)

(a)  In addition to any other warranties in this contract, the Contractor warrants, except as provided in paragraph (1) of this clause, that work performed under this contract conforms to the contract requirements and is free of any defect in equipment, material or workmanship performed by the Contractor or any subcontractor or supplier at any tier.

(b)  This warranty shall continue for a period of 1 year from the date of final acceptance of the work.  If the Government takes posession of any part of the work before final acceptance, this warranty shall continue for a period of 1 year from the date the Government takes possession.
( c) The Contractor shall remedy at the Contractor’s expense any failure to conform, or any defect.  In addition, the Contractor shall remedy at the Contractor’s expense any damage to the Government-owned or controlled real or personal property, when that damage is the result of –
(1) The Contractor’s failure to conform to contract requirements; or 

(2) Any defect of equipment, material, or workmanship.

( d)  The Contractor shall restore any work damaged in fulfilling the terms and conditions of this clause.  The Contractor’s warranty with respect to work repaired or replaced will fun for 1 year from the date of repair or replacement.

( e)  The Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor, in writing, within a reasonable time after the discovery of any failure, defect, or damage.

( f)  If the Contractor fails to remedy any failure, defect, or damage within a reasonable time after receipt of notice, the Government shall have the right to replace, repair, or otherwise remedy the failure, defect, or damage at the Contractor’s expense.

( g)  With respect to all warranties, express or implied, from subcontractors, manufacturers, or suppliers for work performed and materials furnished under this contract, the Contractor shall –

( 1)  Obtain all warranties that would be given in normal commercial practice:

( 2)  Require all warranties to be executed, in writing, for the benefit of the Government, if directed by the Contracting Officer; and 

( 3)  Enforce all warranties for the benefit of the Government, if directed by the Contracting Officer.

( h)  In the event the Contractor’s warranty under paragraph (b) of this clause has expired, the Government may bring suit at its expense to enforce a subcontractor’s, manufacturer’s, or supplier’s warranty.

( i)  Unless a defect is caused by the negligence of the Contractor or subcontractor or supplier at any tier, the Contractor shall not be liable for the repair of any defects of material furnished by the Government nor for the repair of any damage that results from any defect in Government-furnished material or design.

( j)  This warranty shall not limit the Government’s rights under the Inspection and Acceptance clause of this contract with respect to latent defects, gross mistakes, or fraud.

H.11   GOVERNMENT-FURNISHED RFP DRAWINGS, SURVEYS AND SPECIFICATIONS

This is to clarify that contract clause 52.236-21 refers to any Government-furnished design or design criteria included in the Request for Proposal (RFP).

H.12  RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR FOR DESIGN

(a) The Contractor shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy, and the coordination of all designs, drawings, specifications, and other non-construction services furnished by the Contractor under this contract.  The Contractor shall, without additional compensation, correct or revise any errors or deficiency in its designs, drawings, specifications, and other non-construction services and perform any necessary rework or modifications, including any damage to real or personal property, resulting from the design error or omission.

(b) The standard of care for all design services performed under this agreement shall be the care and skill ordinarily used by members of the architectural or engineering professions practicing under similar conditions at the same time and locality.  Notwithstanding the above, in the event that the contract specifies that portions of the Work be performed in accordance with a performance standard, the design services shall be performed so as to achieve such standards.

(c) Neither the Government’s review, approval or acceptance of, nor payment for, the services required under this contact shall be construed to operate as a waiver of any rights under this contract or of any cause of action arising out of the performance of this contract.  The Contractor shall be and remain liable to the Government in accordance with applicable law for all damages to the Government caused by the Contractor’s negligent performance of any of the services furnished under this contract.

(d) The rights and remedies of the Government provided for under this contract are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law.

(e) If the Contractor is comprised of more than one legal entity, each such entity shall be jointly and severally liable hereunder.

H.13  WARRANTY OF DESIGN (FIRM-FIXED PRICE DESIGN-BUILD CONTRACT)

  (a) The Contractor warrants that the design shall be performed in accordance with the Contract requirements.  Design and design related construction not conforming to the Contract requirements shall be corrected at no additional cost to the Government.  The standard of care for design is defined in paragraph (b) of Special Contract Requirement “H.12 RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR FOR DESIGN.”

  (b) The period of this warranty shall commence upon final completion and the Government’s acceptance of the work, or in the case of the Government’s beneficial occupancy of all or part of the work for its convenience prior to final completion and acceptance, at the time of such occupancy. 

  (c) This design warranty shall be effective from the above event though the Statue of Limitations and Statute of Repose, as applicable to the state that project is located in.

  (d) The rights and remedies of the Government provided for under this clause are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided in this contract or by law.

H. 14  SEQUENCE OF DESIGN-CONSTRUCTION

(a) After receipt of the Contract Notice to Proceed (NTP) the Contractor shall initiate design, comply with all design submission requirements, and obtain Government review of each submission.  As stated in Section 01160 of the Design Build Specifications.  The Contractor will be prohibited from “fast tracking” due to phasing requirements.  The Contracting Officer or COR will notify the Contractor when the design is accepted for construction.  The Government will not grant any time extension for any design or resubmittal required when, in the opinion of the Contractor or COR, the initial submission failed to meet the minimum quality requirements as set forth in the Contract.

(b) If the Government allows the Contractor to proceed with limited construction based on pending minor revisions to the reviewed Final Design submission, no payment will be made for any in-place construction related to the pending revisions until they are completed, resubmitted and are satisfactory to the Government.

(c) Not payment will be made for any in-place construction until all required submittals have been made, reviewed and are satisfactory to the Government.

H.15  CONSTRUCTOR’S ROLE DURING DESIGN

The Contractor’s construction management key personnel shall be actively involved during the design process to effectively integrate the design and construction requirements of this contract.  In addition to the typical required construction activities, the constructor’s involvement includes, but is not limited to actions such as:  integrating the design schedule into the Master Schedule to maximize the effectiveness of fast-tracking design and construction (within the limits allowed in the contract), ensuring constructability and economy of the design, integrating the shop drawing and installation drawing process into the design, executing the material and equipment acquisition programs to meet critical schedules, effectively interfacing the construction QC program with the design QC program, and maintaining and providing the design team with accurate, up-to-date redline and as-built documentation.  The Contractor shall require and manage the active involvement of key trade subcontractors in the above activities.
H. 16  VALUE ENGINEERING AFTER AWARD

  (a) In reference to Contract Clause 52.248-3,  “Value Engineering – Construction”, the Government may refuse to entertain a “Value Engineering Change Proposal” (VECP) for those “performance oriented” aspects of the Solicitation documents which were addressed in the Contractor’s accepted contract proposal and which were evaluated in competition with other offerors for award of this contract.

  (b) The Government may consider a VECP for those “prescriptive” aspects of the Solicitation documents, not addressed in the Contractor’s accepted contract proposal or addressed but evaluated only for minimum conformance with the Solicitation requirements.

  (c) For purposes of this clause, the term “performance oriented” refers to those aspects of the design criteria or other contract requirements which allow the Offeror or Contractor certain latitude, choice of and flexibility to propose in its accepted contract offer a choice of design, technical approach, design solution, construction approach or other approach to fulfill the contract requirements.  Such requirements generally tend to be expressed in terms of functions to be performed, performance required or essential physical characteristics, without dictating a specific process or specific design solution for achieving the desired result.

  (d) In contrast, for purposes of this clause, the term “prescriptive” refers to those aspects of the design criteria or other Solicitation requirements wherein the Government expressed the design solution or other requirements in terms of specific materials, approaches, systems and/or processes to be used.  Prescriptive aspects typically allow the Offeror little or no freedom in the choice of design approach, materials, fabrication techniques, methods of installation or other approach to fulfill the contract requirements.

H.17  DEVIATING FROM THE ACCEPTED DESIGN

  (a) The Contractor must obtain the approval of the Designer of Record and the Government’s concurrence for any Contractor proposed revision to the professionally stamped and sealed and Government reviewed and concurred design, before proceeding with the revision. 

  (b) The Government reserves the right to non-concur with any revision to the design, which may impact furniture, furnishings, equipment selections or operations decisions that were made, based on the reviewed and concurred design.  

  (c) Any revision to the design, which deviates from the contract requirements (i.e., the RFP and the accepted proposal), will require a modification, pursuant to the Changes clause, in addition to Government concurrence.  The Government reserves the right to disapprove such a revision.

  (d) Unless the Government initiates a change to the contract requirements, or the Government determines that the Government furnished design criteria are incorrect and must be revised, any Contractor initiated proposed change to the contract requirements, which results in additional cost, shall strictly be at the Contractor's expense.

  (e) The Contractor shall track all approved revisions to the reviewed and accepted design and shall incorporate them into the as-built design documentation, in accordance with agreed procedures.  The Designer of Record shall document its professional concurrence on the as-builts for any revisions in the stamped and sealed drawings and specifications.

H.18 DESIGN CONFERENCES

Refer to Specification Section Part 01160 Project Design and Documentation, for information regarding post-award meeting and design review conferences.
H. 19  O & M TRAINING

The Contractor shall provide operational and maintenance training for all systems furnished under this contract.  The training will be for the operating and maintenance personnel.  The system manufacturer shall conduct the training.  The training shall not take place until the operation and maintenance manuals are submitted and approved.  The Contractor shall videotape the training session on VHS tapes and provide the tapes to the Government.
H.20  OPTIONAL ITEMS

Within 60 days of contract award the Government may unilaterally exercise the option.  Optional items shall be awarded by written notice to the Contractor through issuance of a contract modification (SF-30).  Transmission of the SF-30 notice of exercise to the Contractor via FAX or e-mail is authorized; for purposes of determining the exact time of the notice transmission, the time, date, and year of transmission automatically applied to the notice.  

Evaluation of the Optional items will not obligate the Government.  
H.21  GOVERNMENT RIGHTS (UNLIMITED)

The Government shall have unlimited rights in all drawings, designs, specifications, notes and all other works developed in the performance of this contract, including the right to use same on any other Government design or construction without additional compensation to the Contractor.  The Contractor hereby grants to the Government a paid-up license throughout the world to all such works to which he may assert or establish any claim under design patent or copyright laws.  The Contractor for a period of three (3) years after completion of the project agrees to furnish the original or copies of all such works on the request of the Contracting Officer.

(a) The wage determination issued under the Davis-Bacon Act by the Administrator, Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, that is effective for an option to extend the term of the contract, will apply to that option period. 

(b) The Contracting Officer will make no adjustment in contract price, other than provided for elsewhere in this contract, to cover any increases or decreases in wages and benefits as a result of—

(i) A commercial item (as defined in paragraph (1) of the definition at FAR 2.101); 

(ii) Sold in substantial quantities in the commercial marketplace; and 

(iii) Offered to the Government, under a contract or subcontract at any tier, without modification, in the same form in which it is sold in the commercial marketplace; and 

(2) Does not include bulk cargo, as defined in section 3 of the Shipping Act of 1984 ( 46 U.S.C. App. 1702), such as agricultural products and petroleum products. 

“Component” means an article, material, or supply incorporated directly into a construction material. 

“Construction material” means an article, material, or supply brought to the construction site by the Contractor or subcontractor for incorporation into the building or work. The term also includes an item brought to the site preassembled from articles, materials, or supplies. However, emergency life safety systems, such as emergency lighting, fire alarm, and audio evacuation systems, that are discrete systems incorporated into a public building or work and that are produced as complete systems, are evaluated as a single and distinct construction material regardless of when or how the individual parts or components of those systems are delivered to the construction site. Materials purchased directly by the Government are supplies, not construction material. 

“Cost of components” means— 

(1) For components purchased by the Contractor, the acquisition cost, including transportation costs to the place of incorporation into the construction material (whether or not such costs are paid to a domestic firm), and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free entry certificate is issued); or 

(2) For components manufactured by the Contractor, all costs associated with the manufacture of the component, including transportation costs as described in paragraph (1) of this definition, plus allocable overhead costs, but excluding profit. Cost of components does not include any costs associated with the manufacture of the construction material. 

“Designated country” means any of the following countries: 

(1) A World Trade Organization Government Procurement Agreement country (Aruba, Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Canada, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hong Kong, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Korea (Republic of), Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Singapore, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Taiwan, or United Kingdom); 

(2) A Free Trade Agreement country (Australia, Bahrain, Canada, Chile, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Morocco, Nicaragua, Oman, Peru, or Singapore); 

(3) A least developed country (Afghanistan, Angola, Bangladesh, Benin, Bhutan, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cambodia, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Democratic Republic of Congo, Djibouti, East Timor, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gambia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Haiti, Kiribati, Laos, Lesotho, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Maldives, Mali, Mauritania, Mozambique, Nepal, Niger, Rwanda, Samoa, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Solomon Islands, Somalia, Tanzania, Togo, Tuvalu, Uganda, Vanuatu, Yemen, or Zambia); or 

(4) A Caribbean Basin country (Antigua and Barbuda, Aruba, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, British Virgin Islands, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, Montserrat, Netherlands Antilles, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, or Trinidad and Tobago). 

“Designated country construction material” means a construction material that is a WTO GPA country construction material, an FTA country construction material, a least developed country construction material, or a Caribbean Basin country construction material. 

“Domestic construction material” means— 

(1) An unmanufactured construction material mined or produced in the United States; 

(2) A construction material manufactured in the United States, if— 

(i) The cost of its components mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States exceeds 50 percent of the cost of all its components. Components of foreign origin of the same class or kind for which nonavailability determinations have been made are treated as domestic; or 

(ii) The construction material is a COTS item. 

“Foreign construction material” means a construction material other than a domestic construction material. 

“Free Trade Agreement country construction material” means a construction material that— 

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a Free Trade Agreement (FTA) country; or 

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a FTA country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed. 

“Least developed country construction material” means a construction material that— 

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a least developed country; or 

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a least developed country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed. 

“United States” means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas. 

“WTO GPA country construction material” means a construction material that— 

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a WTO GPA country; or 

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a WTO GPA country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed. 

(b) Construction materials. 

(1) This clause implements the Buy American Act (41 U.S.C. 10a-10d) by providing a preference for domestic construction material. In accordance with 41 U.S.C. 431, the component test of the Buy American Act is waived for construction material that is a COTS item (See FAR 12.505(a)(2)). In addition, the Contracting Officer has determined that the WTO GPA and Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) apply to this acquisition. Therefore, the Buy American Act restrictions are waived for designated county construction materials. 

(2) The Contractor shall use only domestic or designated country construction material in performing this contract, except as provided in paragraphs (b)(3) and (b)(4) of this clause. 

(3) The requirement in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause does not apply to the construction materials or components listed by the Government as follows:

(4) The Contracting Officer may add other foreign construction material to the list in paragraph (b)(3) of this clause if the Government determines that— 

(i) The cost of domestic construction material would be unreasonable. The cost of a particular domestic construction material subject to the restrictions of the Buy American Act is unreasonable when the cost of such material exceeds the cost of foreign material by more than 6 percent; 

(ii) The application of the restriction of the Buy American Act to a particular construction material would be impracticable or inconsistent with the public interest; or 

(iii) The construction material is not mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available commercial quantities of a satisfactory quality. 

(c) Request for determination of inapplicability of the Buy American Act. 

(1)(i) Any Contractor request to use foreign construction material in accordance with paragraph (b)(4) of this clause shall include adequate information for Government evaluation of the request, including— 

(A) A description of the foreign and domestic construction materials; 

(B) Unit of measure; 

(C) Quantity; 

(D) Price; 

(E) Time of delivery or availability; 

(F) Location of the construction project; 

(G) Name and address of the proposed supplier; and 

(H) A detailed justification of the reason for use of foreign construction materials cited in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of this clause. 

(ii) A request based on unreasonable cost shall include a reasonable survey of the market and a completed price comparison table in the format in paragraph (d) of this clause. 

(iii) The price of construction material shall include all delivery costs to the construction site and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free certificate may be issued). 

(iv) Any Contractor request for a determination submitted after contract award shall explain why the Contractor could not reasonably foresee the need for such determination and could not have requested the determination before contract award. If the Contractor does not submit a satisfactory explanation, the Contracting Officer need not make a determination. 

(2) If the Government determines after contract award that an exception to the Buy American Act applies and the Contracting Officer and the Contractor negotiate adequate consideration, the Contracting Officer will modify the contract to allow use of the foreign construction material. Because this Request for Proposal solicits competitive proposals and adequate price competition is anticipated, offerors are not required to submit detailed cost or pricing data with their proposals.  If, after review of proposals, it is determined that there is not adequate price competition, cost and pricing data will be required.

M.1  52.217-5  EVALUATION OF OPTIONS  (JUL 1990)  

Except when it is determined in accordance with FAR 17.206(b) not to be in the Government’s best interests, the Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for the base and all options for the basis of award for the cost portion of the best value determination.  All options will be evaluated.  Evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

Option items may be awarded if funds are available or become available.  The Government has the right to award any or all of options at the time of contract award or 60 days after.   

M.2  ANALYSIS OF PROPOSALS:

  (a) Acceptability of Proposals: Upon receipt of the proposals, the Government will review each proposal for compliance with the instructions specified in this solicitation. Proposals that are complete will be further evaluated using the evaluation criteria specified in Section M.4.   

  (b) Evaluation of Proposals: The Government will analyze all proposals submitted to determine each proposal’s merits relative to the specified evaluation factors.  Evaluation and selection for award will be conducted in accordance with FAR Subpart 15.3 "Source Selection" and applicable agency supplements.  Upon completion of evaluation, the source selection official will make an award determination. 

  (1) Technical: Technical merit is a weighted factor that will be evaluated by the Source Evaluation Board (SEB).  Technical proposals shall contain the information required by Section M.4.  Those proposals found to be so technically deficient as to require a substantial rewrite may be eliminated from the evaluation process.  Offerors will be notified as soon as possible concerning the reasons for elimination. 

  (2) Price: Price is not a weighted factor but will be considered by the Contracting Officer after completion of the technical evaluation so as to determine the best value to the Government.   (a) The Government will award a firm-fixed-price contract to that responsible Offeror whose proposal, conforming to the solicitation, is fair and reasonable, and has been determined to be most advantageous to the Government, consistent with the evaluation factors of this solicitation.  All non-price evaluation factors, when combined, are approximately equal to price.  As technical ratings and relative advantages and disadvantages become less distinct, differences in price between proposals are of increased importance in determining the most advantageous proposal.  Conversely, as differences in price become less distinct, differences in rating and relative advantages and disadvantages between proposals are of increased importance to the determination.
  (b) The Government reserves the right to accept other than the lowest priced offer.  The right is also reserved to reject any and all offers.  

  (c ) In accordance with FAR 52.215-1(f)(4), the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the offeror’s initial proposal should contain the offeror’s best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint.  The Government reserves the right to conduct discussion if the Contracting Officer later determines them to be necessary.

M.4.1
The Government contemplates award of one (1) contract; however, the Government reserves the right to make no award at all.

M.4.2
 Award, should one be made, will be made to the responsible offeror whose proposal, conforming to the solicitation, is determined to be the best value to the Government, technical, price and other factors considered.

M.4.3
An evaluation will be made of each offeror's proposal and the results will be used in determining the source to be selected.  The source selection will be based on an integrated assessment of the factors set forth below to determine the proposal most advantageous to the Government.  The integrated assessment will involve a determination by the Government of the overall value of each proposal.  Offerors must recognize that the subjective judgment of the Government evaluators is implicit in the evaluation process. (a) TECHNICAL FACTORS:

Factor 1:  Proposed Technical Solutions

(i) Design and Construction Approach

Proposal Submission Requirements Provide a narrative that describes the design solution.  The following criteria shall be addressed: interior/exterior systems and finishes, exterior building envelop, interior furnishings, superstructure, plumbing, fire protection systems, communications and electrical systems, security systems, communications tower, and anti-terrorism/force protection. Specifically address whether potential betterment of Ground Coupled Heat Pump HVAC system, as outlined in Section 1158 of the RFP, is proposed and why.
Discuss the proposed foundation system.  Articulate how the potential presence of methane gas and compressible soils will be addressed.  Describe the approach to be used for the utility services and antenna tower.  Describe scheduling and coordination, especially of the utility work.  Discuss the overall phasing of the project including the options.  Discuss how to minimize day-to-day disruption to on site Coast Guard personnel.  Discuss proposed measures to minimize impacts to the continued use of the old building for the duration of the construction.
Include information as to the technical approach including any proposed innovations planned to accomplish the project in a timely and cost-efficient manner.  Information provided must be sufficient for the Government to evaluate the Offeror’s understanding of the scope of work and overall approach and capability to deliver a completed facility.  

Discuss significant contributors to proposed LEED rating.  Provide a spreadsheet identifying the proposed sustainable features and the potential rating points for each feature.  Evaluation of this factor will be a subjective assessment of the Offeror’s understanding of the project goals and requirements.  Solutions with a potential for a GOLD rating may be rated higher.  Solutions that will conserve energy, ease maintenance, and reduce the life-cycle cost of the building may be rated higher.  Proposed solutions and enhancements identified in the Proposal Submission will be incorporated into the specification at the time of award.
(ii) Conceptual Building Design

Provide proposed building elevations of the front (west side) and side (south side) of the building.  Drawings shall be ANSI B size.  Submit six (6) sets of the ANSI B size drawings. 

Evaluation of this factor will be a subjective assessment of the Offeror’s architectural solution.  Proposals that show building elevations substantially matching the Conceptual Elevation in the RFP will be rated Satisfactory.  Proposals that go beyond this architectural baseline and further harmonize with the surrounding architecture may be rated higher.

Factor 2:  Proposed Management and Scheduling Approach

(i) Management approach narrative

Proposal submission requirements:

Provide a narrative that addresses the following criteria:  demonstrates how the project will be structured, organized and how the design and construction process will be managed; demonstrates ability to staff the project for the scope of work required; describes how the Design-Build Team will be structured, i.e. how many firms involved and the responsibility of each firm for this project; indicates the responsibilities of each member of the project team; describes the organization chart that promotes a logical flow of authority and best summarizes the resources and personnel to be used on this project; demonstrates understanding of the design-build process including ability to effectively coordinate architectural and engineering professionals, trade subcontractors and construction personnel in a team effort; demonstrate understanding and experience in managing the design process including understanding level of detail required for proper documentation of drawings and specifications; and demonstrates construction management philosophy as it relates to the design-build process.

Evaluation of this factor will be based on a subjective assessment of the Offeror’s ability to provide an integrated approach to project execution while providing the highest quality product to the USCG.

(ii)  Scheduling approach

Proposal submission requirements: Provide a preliminary schedule showing design and construction activities for the total project, including the option items (assume, for purposes of the preliminary schedule, the award of options at the time of contract award).  The schedule must be sufficiently detailed to enable the Government to assess the Offeror’s understanding of the project and the events associated with coordinating design submittals and incorporating review comments, the Offeror's capability to schedule the complete project within the proposed contract duration, the realism of the schedule, and the adequacy and strengths of the Offeror's capability to develop logical, realistic progress schedules and keep them up to date as the project proceeds.  The schedule must also allow Coast Guard personnel sufficient time to move from the existing building to the new building.

Evaluation of this criteria will be based on a subjective assessment of the Offeror’s strength of understanding of the project scope, restrictions which must be considered in the schedule, the strength of understanding of events associated with coordinating design submittals and incorporating review comments, the Offeror's capability to schedule the complete project within the proposed contract duration and the logic and realism of the schedule.  Proposed contract duration shorter than the maximum allowed duration will receive additional consideration, provided it is realistic and deemed to be achievable.  On the other hand, an unreasonably condensed contract duration, which places additional cost or schedule risk on the Government, will not receive any additional consideration, inasmuch as risk for delays and associated impact costs between the scheduled completion and contract duration maybe unfairly shifted to the Government.  

Factor 3:  Proposed Organization and Key Personnel

Proposal submission requirement

Provide resumes for the 5 to 10 key personnel and an updated organizational chart with supporting narrative showing added consultants, subcontractors and/or key personnel to supplement design and/or construction resources proposed under Phase 1.  Demonstrate the specific knowledge, experience and capability of the individuals to perform the role assigned.  The information provided must be sufficient for the Government to evaluate the organization and its management capabilities as it relates to the evaluation criteria in Sub-section M.4.
Evaluation of this factor will be based on a subjective assessment of the quality and depth of the education and experience of the proposed personnel in their respective discipline relative their assigned duties.  The Government will evaluate the clarity, adequacy, and management capability of the proposed organization.  Items of importance include: how well the home office can and will support the project execution; corporate ability to support this project and other on-going and new work; how well the design office can handle this workload with other on-going and new work; how strong the design-builder management capabilities are in coordinating multiple tasks, budgets and schedules; ability to manage subcontract schedules and quality; ability to provide training and respond to warranty requirements; familiarity with local condition and permitting requirements; professional registrations of key personnel.
The Government will evaluate compliance with the contract clause “Performance of Work by the Contractor” (FAR 52.236-1).  The Government desires and expects personal involvement and control over project execution, not a “broker”.  The Design-Builder must meet the minimum specified percent of self-performed work to insure active involvement of the prime contractor in the project.

Factor 4:  Quality Assurance and Quality Control

Proposal submission requirement

Provide preliminary design and construction quality control plans, including proposed organization and personnel.  In addition to the requirements of Section 01450, describe the steps planned to maintain and control project quality for both the design and construction phases.  There is no need to provide the final plans with details of each specification section for proposal submittal.  The Government will be more concerned with substance and capabilities than with "flowery" assurances or promises of quality.

Evaluation of this factor will be based on a subjective assessment of the ability of the Offeror to provide a high quality product with minimal quality assurance from the Government.  The preliminary quality control plans for both design and construction, including proposed organization and personnel, will be evaluated by the Government for adequacy and strength of the Offeror's understanding of contract requirements for Contractor Quality Control, the Offeror's degree of commitment and systematic approach to effectively monitor and ensure high levels of design and construction quality. 

Factor 5:  Past Performance

Proposal submission requirements:

The Offeror shall provide a detailed narrative response and may rely on Past Performance information submitted under the Phase 1 RFQ.  Additional past performance submittals are not required; however the Offeror may submit supplemental or updated past performance information, which will be considered by the Government.  Past performance submittals shall not exceed 5 pages and shall not include more than 5 relevant project examples.

The Government will consider the degree of success of the D-B team's recent experience.  Past performance refers to the quality of recent project experience from the owner's perspective.  Owners/references may be asked to comment on items such as quality of design and construction, conformance with contract requirements, timeliness, management of the work (including control of costs), subcontractor management (including timely payment to subs or suppliers), safety, relations between owner and designer or contractor, level of support for such things as as-built documentation, O&M manuals, training, correcting design or construction errors, warranty work, etc.  The Government may consider: government evaluations (CPS, PPIRMS, other agencies); owner evaluations; Offeror-furnished references; other sources, including personal knowledge of recent performance.

Past performance will be evaluated in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2).  Each Offeror’s past performance evaluation will be given an adjective rating of excellent, very good, good, satisfactory, marginal, or unsatisfactory based on the subjective opinion of the evaluators after their review of the data gathered by the Government.  In accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv) an Offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, shall receive a rating of satisfactory.
M.5 DEBRIEFINGS – Upon written request, unsuccessful offerors will be debriefed and furnished the basis for the selection decision and contract award in accordance with FAR 15.505 and 15.506. The Government shall not pay any costs incurred in preparation and submission of the initial and any subsequent proposals or for any other costs incurred prior to execution of a formal contract.
