Will this pavement need to be demolished and removed or is a simple pavement overlay
possible here?

On the RFP provided C-105 Topographic Survey drawing, two existing sanitary
manholes are shown as being present immediately west of C Street. However, these
manholes are shown without a pipe connecting them. We have no way to tell if these
manholes (from the drawings alone) whether these are still in operation of have been
abandoned in place. Thus, clarity regarding the status of these sanitary manholes and
if a sanitary pipe is present between these manholes is requested. (Note: The
specified manholes have rim elevations of 18.41"' & 17.93' as shown on the plan.)
Response:

Manhole rim = 17.93 is abandoned. There is no observable pipe connecting that
manhole with manhole rim = 18.41.

In the basic solicitation document issued on 02 Dec 2009, on page 39, under Factor 3,
paragraph D.2.b there is a statement "The standard has been met when the Offeror
demonstrates satisfactory past performance in utilizing HUBZone, SB, SDB, WOSB,
VOSB, SDVOSB, and if applicable, HBCU/MI. "Past Performance in subcontracting to
small businesses was addressed in Subfactor 2C of our Phase 1 proposal. Is it
NAVFAC's intent that this past

performance information be provided again in the Phase 2 proposal?

As shown on the RFP provided Topographic Survey drawings the pavement survey
located around the existing armory, within the fenced area, is currently asphalt paving.
The question we have is if asphalt pavement be required around the storage building,
within the fenced area?

a. As stated in this section of the RFP we need to "provide 50 parking spaces of
visitors, staff, and handicap parking" and based upon the site layout this parking area
will need to be located east of the site with access off of "E" Street. However, in order
to locate this parking in that area we need topographical mapping information of that
area. The provided topographical survey drawings do not have coverage in this area.
Hence, we would like to request that his

information be provided.

b. On Drawing 3.1 the RFP shows "D" Street (existing parking lot) is to be removed all
the way to 8th Street on the south. Is this correct? If so, a topographical survey for the
street will be necessary. Hence, we would like to request that this information be
provided.

c. As shown on the RFP provided Topographic Survey drawings there is an existing 15"
storm pipe and catch basins located with the proposed SSB fence enclosed area. Can
the storm sewer stay in place if the catch basin grates are bolted or welded to the frame
to make them childproof?

d. As shown on the RFP provided Topographic Survey drawings there is existing
sanitary sewer and a water main located within the new SSB fenced in area. Do they
have to be relocated out of the secured area? Also, the sanitary sewer service line to
the armory on the west could possibly be located within the secured area since this
sanitary line is so close?

e. As shown on the RFP provided topographic Survey drawings there is an existing 24"
diameter, RCP storm sewer running on the south side of the armory. Per the elevations
show on the survey this 24" diameter pipe flows to a CDI in "D" Street and then runs to
the south to a 15" diameter RCP. It seems odd that a newly constructed storm sewer
actually runs into a smaller diameter storm sewer system (e.g. a 24" pipe going into a
15"). Thus clarity as to why this is the case is requested as this is something not
commonly seen when most storm drainage

systems.

f. As shown on the RFP provided Topographic Survey drawings there is existing
dumpster pad located inside the proposed secure storage area and will have to be
relocated. However, there isn't really any space to locate a dumpster on the project
site. Hence, we need to know where to relocate it and also if this relocation be done by
others?

(&) Survey of new parking area is covered on topographic sheet C-106.

(b) General System Requirements states that "Prior to starting work, physically verify
the location of all existing utilities and obtain all additional survey data required to
provide a quality final design.
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c Storm sewer pipes can stay in place if not within 8 feet of the new building. New
storm water inlets shall be provided, or existing storm water inlets modified to suit the
site requirements.

(d) Existing water and sewer lines can remain within the fenced area but not within 8
feet of the new building.

(e) The storm drain pipes in "D" Street all drain to the 24" pipe that departs on the west
side of "D" Street. Attached is the base infrastructure map of the storm drains in that
area. The southernmost strom structure on the west side of "D" Street has a structure
invert of 9.82, the 15" pipe invert is 10.24. The southernmost structure on the east side
of "D" Street has a structure invert of 10.04, the 15" pipe invert is 10.20.

() The new dumpster for the Secure Storage Facility should be located on the east side
of the new entrance from Seventh Street.

Question:

In the Room Requirements of the Academic Building (Part 3, Ch 5, Page 28 of the
RFP), the Space Requirements of the Showers / Lockers for the first floor only list the
Function of Showers and Lockers for women, and do not mention the Function or
numbers of Showers and Lockers for men. Please provide clarification of how many
Showers and Lockers should be provided for men in this location.

This issue to be resolved by the Designer of Record. After contract award the
successful bidder will be involved in a Concept Design Workshop with the user.

Question:

Part 3, Section 2.3, states: that the project shall comply with the Engineering and
Construction Bulletin 2008-01. ECB 2008-01 requires compliance with EO 13423 and
the Federal Leadership in High Performance and Sustainable Buildings Memorandum
of Understanding (FL HPSB MOU).

Both of these require compliance with various "Guiding Principles” (dated 12/1/08), or
compliance with a thrid-party certification program.

a. Verify if the credits identified as "mandatory” under section 2.3.1 are mandatory or
only in compliance with the "Guiding Principles".

b. Verify if compliance with ASHRAE 90.1-2007 is required as indicated in the "Guiding

SECTION 00700 - CONTRACT CLAUSES

The following have been added by full text:

52.246-21 WARRANTY OF CONSTRUCTION (MAR 1994)
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(a) In addition to any other warranties in this contract, the Contractor warrants, except as provided in paragraph (i)
of this clause, that work performed under this contract conforms to the contract requirements and is free of any
defect in equipment, material, or design furnished, or workmanship performed by the Contractor or any
subcontractor or supplier at any tier.

(b) This warranty shall continue for a period of 1 year from the date of final acceptance of the work. If the
Government takes possession of any part of the work before final acceptance, this warranty shall continue for a
period of 1 year from the date the Government takes possession.

(c) The Contractor shall remedy at the Contractor's expense any failure to conform, or any defect. In addition, the
Contractor shall remedy at the Contractor's expense any damage to Government-owned or controlled real or
personal property, when that damage is the result of--

(1) The Contractor's failure to conform to contract requirements; or

(2) Any defect of equipment, material, workmanship, or design furnished.

(d) The Contractor shall restore any work damaged in fulfilling the terms and conditions of this clause. The
Contractor's warranty with respect to work repaired or replaced will run for 1 year from the date of repair or

replacement.

(e) The Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor, in writing, within a reasonable time after the discovery of
any failure, defect, or damage.

(F) If the Contractor fails to remedy any failure, defect, or damage within a reasonable time after receipt of notice,
the Government shall have the right to replace, repair, or otherwise remedy the failure, defect, or damage at the
Contractor's expense.

(g) With respect to all warranties, express or implied, from subcontractors, manufacturers, or suppliers for work
performed and materials furnished under this contract, the Contractor shall--

(1) Obtain all warranties that would be given in normal commercial practice;

(2) Require all warranties to be executed, in writing, for the benefit of the Government, if directed by the
Contracting Officer; and

(3) Enforce all warranties for the benefit of the Government, if directed by the Contracting Officer.

(h) In the event the Contractor's warranty under paragraph (b) of this clause has expired, the Government may bring
suit at its expense to enforce a subcontractor's, manufacturer's, or supplier's warranty.

(i) Unless a defect is caused by the negligence of the Contractor or subcontractor or supplier at any tier, the
Contractor shall not be liable for the repair of any defects of material or design furnished by the Government nor for
the repair of any damage that results from any defect in Government-furnished material or design.

(j) This warranty shall not limit the Government's rights under the Inspection and Acceptance clause of this contract
with respect to latent defects, gross mistakes, or fraud.
