Nine 36" round 29" high TR-30 aluminum tables and bases by Florida Seating or equal. 
 
Thirty-six AL-04 aluminum chairs by Florida Seating or equal." 
 
Sheet No. FS 501 – PFDI Item# B01, Eye Wash Station – Under Manufacturer and Model, change the 
words “By Others” to “See Specifications”. 
 
Sheet No. O101 – Partial Plan for Kitchenette 209/309 shall also apply to 108. 

 
3.  Section M, Evaluation Factors for Award -  
 
After paragraph 3.1.A.3, ADD the following:  For projects identified in Technical Factor A, provide the 
Offeror and/or Team Member Name, Project Title, DUNS Number, Contract Number, Award Date, 
Completion Date, Contract Award Amount, Final Contract Amount, Project Description, and Customer 
Contact.  
 
Paragraph 3.1.B. 1 Past Performance – DELETE “Submit past performance references and evaluations 
for up to five (5) projects for the offeror and/or its team members.” and INSERT “Submit past 
performance references and evaluations for up to five (5) projects indentified in Technical Factor 
3.1.A.1 for the offeror and/or its team members”. 
 
The following questions were received in response to the solicitation: 
 
1.  Please provide any information available on the future gas line extension for the Rescue Swimmer 
Training Facility.  As the pre-bid site visit it was stated that this work would be performed in 2011. 
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Response:  The local gas provider, Piedmont Natural Gas, is presently proposing to install a gas 
line along Moukawsher Drive, which should be available by the summer of 2011. Contractor shall 
anticipate gas availability by the summer of 2011. 
 
2  Drawing A101, A401, and A111 General Note No. 2 – If the building size must increase for 
additional MEP or Utility space, structure, or stair widths, what is the maximum building gross square 
footage allowed?  
 
Response:  No maximum building gross square footage is mandated. 
 
3.  Drawing A101 Specific Note No. 6 – What is the required total square foot for the patio?  
 
Response:  The limits of the patio are depicted on the floor plan graphically.  See General Note No. 
6 added to Sheet A111 above. 
 
4.  What is the minimum required size of interior non-load bearing concrete masonry block?  
 
Reponse:  The minimum size is determined by the RFP performance requirements and the 
contractors design. 
 
5.  What are the STC requirements of the project? What interior walls, floors, and doors require an STC 
value? Do the exterior windows require an STC value?   Do the exterior wall construction and/or roof 
require an STC value? If so what values are required for these?  
 
Response:  Sheet No. A101 and A111 –ADD the following at the end of the General Note 1: 
 
“All spaces shall have a minimum STC rating of 45 through walls, ceiling and floors.”  
 
6.  Drawing A101 – A103 and A111 General Note 1 says “interior walls shall run full height from floor 
to roof structure above to provide sound isolation”. This relates to the above question concerning STC 
values.  Does this mean all walls for both the Barracks and Galley buildings must extend full height to 
the floor above or the sloped roof deck above?  
 
Response:   Walls that have no floors above them may terminate below the roof/attic if the 
minimum STC rating is maintained.   
 
7.  Is there a site specific standard guideline or requirements for building exterior materials and/or 
colors?  
 
Response:  No. There is no Base Standard for exterior colors that can be provided.  The RFP 
Specifications indicate colors for the masonry veneers.  Colors for such items as doors, windows, 
fascia and roofing will be as proposed by the contractor and approved by the Government. 
 
8.  Drawing A201 Exterior Elevations - Is a material other than precast concrete allowed at the base of 
the building and at the entry façade?  
 
Response:  No. 
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9.  Drawing A102 Second Floor Plan and A201 Elevations indicate what appears to be a projected 
cantilevered canopy over the entry doors. Is this the intent? What materials are allowed for the vertical 
exterior facing? Is a low sloped modified bitumen roof system allowed over the canopy? Will concealed 
downspouts be allowed to drain this canopy roof? 
 
Response:  Provide a canopy.  Low slope roofing is indicated in Section 01158, 1.7.2.2. 
 
10.  Drawing A201 Exterior Elevations – The drawings indicate a “coping” for the roof over the main 
entry above the building sign lettering.  What is the intended coping material and is a low sloped 
modified bitumen roof system allowed for this roofing? Will concealed downspouts be allowed to drain 
this roof? 
 
Response:  EFIS is allowed in limited areas such as the “coping” over the main entrance.  Low slope 
roofing is indicated in Section 01158, 1.7.2.2.  The RFP does not prohibit the use of concealed roof 
drains. 
  
11.  Drawing A201 Exterior Elevations – The drawings indicate a “coping” for the roof over the main 
entry.  What is the intended coping material and is a low sloped modified bitumen roof system allowed 
over the canopy?  Will concealed downspouts be allowed to drain this canopy roof? 
 
Response:  See answer above to question No. 10. 
 
12.  Drawing A201 Exterior Elevations – Will exterior gutters and exposed downspouts be allowed? 
What materials for gutters and downspouts are required? 
 
Response:  The RFP does not prohibit the use of exposed gutters and downspouts.  If they are 
used, they should match materials used on the roof. 
 
13.  RFP Section 01158 paragraph 1.7.11 Windows line 3 mentions the “Contractors exterior design 
proposal”. Is this meant to be the “two perspective sketches of the building” mentioned in the RFP 
Section 01160 paragraph 2.5.3 Architectural Rendering due at the 65% Architectural Construction 
Design Submittal? Are variations to the RFP Elevations allowed? 
 
Response:  Window types, configurations and sizes are indicated on the RFP Drawings. 
 
14.  Section 01158-1.8.1 states that the Barracks and Galley shall be classified as Occupancy Category 
IV in accordance with IBC for purposes of load calculations.  However, Table 1604.5 of IBC 2009 
classifies this building as Occupancy Category II due to the use and occupancy of the building.  Using 
Occupancy Category IV instead of Occupancy Category II not only increases the importance factors on 
wind, snow and seismic loads, but also has far-reaching economic impacts on the design for 
Antiterrorism and Force Protection.  Additionally, Section 01158-1.1.1.2 states that the Barracks 
building shall be considered a “Billeting” facility and require a “Low” level of protection and that the 
Galley building shall be considered a “Primary Gathering” facility and require a “Low” level of 
protection.  However, Section 01158-1.8.2 states that the Barracks shall be design against Progressive 
Collapse in accordance with applicable provisions of UFC 4-23-03.  The latest revision of UFC 4-23-03 
no longer classifies buildings according to level of protection, but rather by Occupancy Category.  The 
requirements for an Occupancy Category IV structure are much more stringent than those for an 
Occupancy Category II structure in this document, and will result in a much heavier and more costly 
design. Is the designation of Occupancy Category IV for wind, snow and seismic loads correct, and is it 
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the intent of the RFP to consider both structures as Occupancy Category IV for the purposes of 
Antiterrorism and Force Protection? 
 
Response:  RFP requires Barracks shall be designed for IBC Occupancy Category IV and 
designed against progressive collapse in accordance with current version of UFC 4-023-03.  
 
15.  Please verify who will execute the FAA forms for this project including FAA 7460 notice of 
construction activity. 
 
Reponse:  Review specification section 01158, paragraph 1.3 “Design Related Permits and 
Certifications” for process for submitting permits. 
 
16.  Order of precedence is identified in specification section 01158-1.2.4, however it does not identify 
what items within the RFP take precedence.  Please advise if drawings or specifications within the RFP 
package take precedence. 
 
Response:  FAR Clause 52.236-21 Specifications and Drawings for Construction indicates that 
specifications take precedence over drawings.  
 
17.  RFP recommends deep foundations as basis of design for the barracks.  Please verify all offerors are 
to price deep foundations for the barracks. 
 
Response:  The contractor and his designer of record must determine appropriate code complying 
foundations for both buildings.   
 
18.  RFP indicates both fixed and movable furniture is to be included as furnished and installed under 
this proposal.  A utensil schedule is also included in the drawings for the galley.  Are utensils to be 
furnished by the offeror? 
 
Response:  Yes, utensils are part of the RFP and are therefore required. 
 
19.  In past galley projects, high silicone cast iron (i.e. Duriron) is specified as a more durable pipe than 
cast iron, in effort to avoid corrosion from food waste.   Is cast iron acceptable for this project's food 
waste piping, or shall we assume high silicone cast iron (high silicone cast iron is more expensive). 
 
Response:  RFP requires pipe used comply with the International Plumbing Code. 
 
20.  RFP does not indicate that a crawl space is required for the galley, which we have seen as a typical 
RFP requirement for ease of maintenance of galleys.  Please verify a crawl space is not required. 
 
Response:  The RFP does not contain a requirement for a crawl space.  
 
21.  Verify CCTV, CATV, and teledata shall be designed, furnished and installed complete by the 
offeror. 
 
Response:  Yes. 
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22.  RFP indicates building sizes and room sizes may not shrink, however may need to increase to 
accommodate equipment, chases, etc.  Is there a maximum size that the facility can increase to?  Is a 
1391 available for this project and does it restrict size of the facility? 
 
Response:  No maximum size is mandated.  The Coast Guard uses a different process than DOD, 
therefore, no 1391 is available.  All pertinent reference material was provided for the RFP.  
Minimum room/space sizes are indicated on the RFP Drawings. 
 
23.  Drawing A501 indicates casework shall be p-lam; specification 01158 indicates hard wood is 
required.  Please clarify. 
 
Response:  Section 01158 does not require hardwood cabinets.  It does specify hardwood for 
berthing room and other furniture. 
 
24.  Drawing A402 indicates HDPE toilet partition; specification section 01158 indicates stainless steel 
toilet partitions.  Please clarify. 
 
Response:  The RFP section 01158 does not specify stainless steel toilet partitions. 
 
25.  Drawing FS501 indicates eye wash station shall be by other; specification section 01158 indicates 
eye wash station by offeror.  Please verify eye wash station shall be included as required by code 
(including in the scullery) in the offerors price. 
 
Response: Sheet No. FS 501 – PFDI Item# B01, Eye Wash Station – Under Manufacturer and 
Model, change the words “By Others” to “See Specifications”. 
 
26.  Please advise if furniture for kitchenette 108 shall be the same as rooms 209 & 309.  Drawing 0101 
does not show a furniture plan for room 108. 
 
Response:  Sheet No. O101 – Partial Plan for Kitchenette 209/309 shall also apply to 108. 
 
27.  Please advise if a kitchen consultant is required for this project and shall be included in the offerors 
design fees. 
 
Response:  There is no RFP requirement to require the contractor to use a kitchen consultant.  
That does not prohibit the contractor from using one if desired and their expertise is needed. 
 
28.  Please confirm that drywall ceilings are indeed required in the berthing rooms per the finish 
schedule. 
 
Response:  Yes. 
 
29.  It was stated that all utilities other than natural gas are owned by the Federal Government. Are there 
more detailed design or construction specifications available other than that included within the 
Solicitation notice & attachments? 
 
Response:  No. 
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30.  Has the location of the 8" waterline along the NW side Moukawsher Street been confirmed, as 
widen may be over the waterline if not. 
 
Response:  Waterlines are noted in the RFP drawings. We are not sure of the meaning of the 
second part of the question. 
 
31.  Note 11 on sheet C103 notes a minimum sidewalk width of 16', yet several are dimensioned as 5', 6' 
and 8'.  Please clarify. 
 
Response:  Note 11 pertains to the large walk that runs from Moukawsher Drive up Exchange 
Street then over to the walk that connects the Barracks with the Galley. 
 
32.  Will the Exchange Asbuilt’s be made available upon the completion of that project? 
 
Response:  As the exchange is scheduled for project completion after Oct 2010, earliest as-built 
drawings will be available is the fall of 2010 (well after quotes are due for this project). 
 
33.  Has a formal wetland delineation been performed / confirmed for the wooded area within the project 
limit. 
 
Response:  There are no wetlands on the project boundaries, including within the wooded area.  There 
has not been a letter sent to regulatory agencies for a determination for it is not required.  As the DB, 
obtaining permits and coordination, this falls into that category of information gathering/data needed to 
be obtained on their part.  They will need to go after a NC Coastal County Storm Water Permit and work 
with the existing permit at the Exchange. 
 
34.  Please advise if the Thrun Hall project is exempt from State and local permits due to the fact it is 
located on Federal property 
 
Response:  The fact that Base Support Unit Elizabeth City is a Federal installation does not relieve 
the contractor from complying with State and Local permits.  Review specification section 01158, 
paragraph 1.3, “Design Related Permits and Certifications” for process for submitting permits.  
 
35.  Please advise what the “TR,” “PP,” “ST,” and “DO” designations in front of the Berth room name 
designate?  Are these personnel references, or do the designations refer to other differences in the room 
type? 
 
Response:  The abbreviations refer to internal Government designations and do not change the 
room requirements. 
 
36.  Please advise if there is a UFC Design Guideline for the Barracks and Galley that should be 
followed? 
 
Response:  No, except for the UFC 4-023-03 for progressive collapse requirements. 
 
37.  Section 01158-1.1-3 – Page 1:  1.1.1.3 Room Requirements/Space Tabulation references a space 
tabulation but none is included.  Is it possible that one can be provided?  Is there a maximum gross 
square footage allotted for the building? 
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Response:  No space tabulation is available except room dimensions provided on the RFP drawings. No 
maximum gross square footage is allocated for the building. 
 
38.  Please advise if CAD files can be provided of the RFP drawings? 
 
Response:  Due to file size, CAD drawings are not available for uploading at the FedBizOp 
website.  CAD drawings will be made available to the winning offerer at the time of award. 
 
39.  Amendment 1 notes the bid date as Thursday, June 3, 2010 at 2 PM EDT.  SF 14442 in Amendment 
2 notes the bid date as Tuesday, June 1, 2010 at 2PM  EDT.  Please confirm the correct date. 
 
Response:  The proposal due date is Thursday, June 3, 2010 at 2 PM EDT. 
 
40.  RFP Section 01158_1.5.2 stipulates that for bidding purposes assume the three story barracks will 
be supported on deep foundations.  However, the subsurface investigation included with the RFP 
recommends shallow foundations for both the Barracks and Galley buildings.  Please confirm if shallow 
foundations are acceptable for the Barracks.  If not, please provide recommendations and design criteria 
for the appropriate deep foundation system to be assumed. 
 
Response:  The contractor and his designer of record must determine appropriate code complying 
foundations for both buildings. 
 
41.  RFP Section 01158_1.8.2 states that the buildings shall be Classified as Occupancy Category IV in 
accordance with IBC for load calculations.  Does this designation also apply to UFC 4-023-03 for 
progressive collapse requirements? 
 
Response:  RFP requires Barracks shall be designed for IBC Occupancy Category IV and 
designed against progressive collapse in accordance with current version of UFC 4-023-03.  
 
42.  Paragraph number 1.11.3 “Fixtures and floor drains” states that water Closets shall wall-mounted 
however the floor plan shows the Berth bathrooms to be floor mounted with tanks and the main toilets to 
be wall mounted. Is this paragraph referring to all water closets or just the ones in the main toilets 
rooms? We recommend the berth bathroom water closet to be floor mounted and the main toilets to be 
wall mounted. 
 
Response:  Water closets in public toilets shall be wall mounted flush valve type.  Water closets in 
berthing rooms shall be floor mounted flush valve type. 
 
43.  Paragraph 1.7.11 Windows states that horizontal blinds shall be 2” painted hardwood horizontal 
window blinds or vertical blinds equal to Bali-blinds with vinyl vanes and magnum head rail.  Please 
confirm that these types of blinds are what you require.  Also, please state which type of blind will be 
used in the barracks and which will be used in the Galley.  Government barracks typically use a 1” 
horizontal aluminum slat blind. 
 
Response:  Provide horizontal or vertical blinds for all exterior windows for privacy and room 
darkening.  Vertical blinds shall be equal to Bali-blinds with vinyl vanes and “Magnum” head rail 
and controls.  Horizontal blinds shall be 1" painted aluminum horizontal window blinds inside 
frame mounted, with cord tilt and vertical control, standard valance, and in color to blend with 
interior wall paint color.  Horizontal blinds shall be equal to 1" “Mark I" blinds by Levolor. 
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44.  The last paragraph of 1.8.1 in Section 01158 of the RFP specifies that the “Barracks Building and 
the Galley shall be classified as Occupancy Category IV in accordance with IBC for purposes of load 
calculations.”  UFC 4-023-03 (Design of Buildings to Resist Progressive Collapse) involves the 
application of the tie force method and/or the alternate path method to avoid progressive collapse.  For a 
Category II building, which is what IBC would classify this building as typically, we could use either 
method.  However, a Category IV building requires the use of Both methods.  Will this building be 
classified as a Category II building in accordance with the IBC for Progressive Collapse design? 
 
Response:  RFP requires Barracks shall be designed for IBC Occupancy Category IV and 
designed against progressive collapse in accordance with current version of UFC 4-023-03.  
 
45.  Is a “Sovent” single pipe plumbing system an acceptable means of waste and vent for the Barracks 
with the exception of laundry rooms being provided in a traditional waste and vent distribution? 
 
Response:  As we are not able to evaluate designs or alternatives before award, any plumbing 
system installed shall comply with the RFP and IPC requirements and will not comment on your 
proposed plumbing alternative.  
 
46.  For the berthing rooms there is a comment in section 1.12.4 that a 4 pipe fan coil unit shall be used.  
However, in section 1.12.1.4 it requests the HVAC system to be selected off of a 25 year life cycle costs.  
If a system is found to be more energy efficient than a 4 pipe fan coil unit, sits in a horizontal position 
similar to the fan coil unit, and provides the same individual thermostatic control in each berthing room 
as a fan coil unit; would this alternate system be acceptable to the owner? 
 
Response:  We are not able to judge alternatives, nor will be able to evaluate alternatives, to RFP 
requirements before award.  Therefore, the answer is no.  
 
47.  PCA Requirements (Barracks)  The RFP states that the Barracks Building shall be classified as 
Building Occupancy Category IV.  The RFP and UFC 4-010-01 Standard 6 require progressive collapse 
avoidance design to comply with UFC 4-023-03.  The current version of UFC 4-023-03 is dated 14 July 
2009, and it is much more stringent than the previous version.  UFC 4-023-03 Chapter 2 requires 
buildings with Occupancy Category IV to comply with tie force design AND alternate path design AND 
enhanced local resistance for the first and second stories.   
 
UFC 4-023-03 Chapter 3 requires seismic hooks to anchor and connect ties, and seismic development 
lengths for ties.  The RFP A501 requires that all walls shall extend full height from floor to structure 
above.  UFC 4-023-03 Chapter 3 requires vertical ties in all load-bearing walls.      
 
Please verify that all bidders must comply with all aspects of the current UFC 4-023-03 (dated 14 July 
2009) for Occupancy Category IV buildings, for the barracks.   
 
Response:  RFP requires Barracks shall be designed for IBC Occupancy Category IV and 
designed against progressive collapse in accordance with current version of UFC 4-023-03.  
 
48.  All Barracks Walls on Deep Foundations:  The RFP requires that all interior CMU walls shown on 
the RFP’s architectural conceptual drawings shall be reinforced vertically and horizontally (01158 1.8), 
all interior CMU walls shall have adequate foundation (01158 1.8) and the barracks will be supported on 
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deep foundations (01158 1.5).  All walls are indicated as CMU structure in the finish schedules on RFP 
drawing A501. 
 
Please verify that all bidders must comply with the requirement that all barracks walls (interior and 
perimeter) shall be supported by deep foundations.   
 
Response:  The contractor and his designer of record must determine appropriate code complying 
foundations for both buildings. 
 
49.  Minimum CMU Thickness:  Most of the interior walls scale as 4” or 5” thick on RFP drawings 
A101, A102, A103, A111.  The RFP requires all interior CMU walls shown on the RFP’s architectural 
conceptual drawings shall be reinforced vertically and horizontally (01158 1.8).  All walls are indicated 
as CMU structure in the finish schedules on RFP drawing A501.  The RFP requires compliance with 
IBC 2009 and UFC 4-023-03 (14 July 2009).  IBC 2009 Chapter 21 requires compliance with TMS 
402/ACI 530/ASCE 5.  It is extremely difficult to meet the requirements of TMS 402/ACI 530/ASCE 5 
for installing vertical reinforcement, grouting, and vibrating in 4” CMU.  Increasing wall thickness in 
order to meet RFP requirements would either decrease the net square footage or increase the gross 
square footage. 
 
Please verify that all bidders must comply with all the requirements of IBC 2009 and UFC 4-023-03, as 
stated in the RFP.   
 
Response:  Drawings shall not be scaled and are conceptually drawn from a technical standpoint.  
Drawings indicate minimum space dimensions required (see General Note 2 on sheet A101).  RFP 
requires Barracks shall be designed for IBC Occupancy Category IV and designed against 
progressive collapse in accordance with current version of UFC 4-023-03.  
 
50.  Please indicate whether it is permissible to decrease the net square footage or increase the gross 
square footage. 
 
Response:  Since the RFP Drawings reflect minimums, the building plan might have to grow to 
accommodate whatever wall thicknesses are required to meet the performance requirements of 
the RFP.  If 4" CMU walls won't allow the contractor to meet all requirements of the RFP, then 
use whatever thickness of CMU is required, without decreasing the room(s) minimum square 
footage. 
 
51.  Section 01158 Paragraph 1.14.6.2.5 states in part “Provide a 12-strand 62.5/125 Micron Multimode, 
plenum rated, fiber-optic cable from a rack mounted ST style multimode fiber patch panel in the Galley 
Building telecommunications room to a rack mounted ST style multimode fiber patch panel in the 
Barracks Building 1st floor telecommunications room.” NFPA 70 requires that this cable be rated for 
wet locations due to the fact it will be installed within an underground raceway. Recommend amending 
the paragraph to require outdoor rated, 12-strand 62.5/125 Micron Multimode loose tube fiber-optic 
cable. 
 
Response:  Provide a 12-strand 62.5/125 Micron Multimode, outdoor rated, fiber-optic cable from 
a rack mounted ST style multimode fiber patch panel in the Galley Building telecommunications 
room to a rack mounted ST style multimode fiber patch panel in the Barracks Building 1st floor 
telecommunications room. 
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52.  Section 01158 Paragraph 1.14.8.5 which states “Provide Category 5e racks, Category 5e patch 
panels, Category 5e copper stranded patch cords, and all other equipment and cabling required unless 
otherwise specified”.  Paragraph 1.14.1 states in part “The Government shall install final cross-
connections between IDC terminal blocks and shall install patch cords for voice and data circuits.” 
Please confirm whether the patch cords will be Government or Contractor furnished. 
 
Response:  Patch cords will be provided (furnished and installed) by the Government 
 
53.  We have a concern about the noise level in the dining room as there are not sound absorbing 
materials called for in the solicitation in this area.  Is an acoustical tile ceiling acceptable in lieu of a 
Gypsum Board ceiling in the dining room, Ward Room, Cashier, and Serving areas? 
 
Response:  Sheet No. A501 – Change ceiling subsurface and finish in Galley Ward Room D03, 
Dining D04, and Serving D07 from "GWB - PNT" to "SATC - FACT". 
 
54.  On sheet O112 of the solicitation drawings, there are no requirements/ specifications listed for the 
dining furniture of the Galley (interior or exterior).  Are these to be included in the bid?  If so please 
provide descriptions, materials, specifications and manufacturers for these items. 
 
Response:  See reference to Sheet No. O111 above regarding Interior & Exterior Dining Tables 
and Chairs. 
 
55.  In the Solicitation under project specifications, 1.7.19 Stairs, there is a requirement for a metal pan 
stair with cast in place epoxy terrazzo treads and landings with an anodized slip resistant tread nosing. 
On drawing A501, Note 1 calls for terrazzo on floor level and rubber treads (on) risers and intermediate 
landings. Which requirement is correct?  
 
Response:  Provide concrete filled steel pan stairs.  Provide epoxy terrazzo on floor level landings, 
and rubber tile on intermediate landings.  Provide one-piece rubber treads.  Handrails and 
guardrails shall be clear anodized aluminum pipe system, equal to “Connectorail” by Julius Blum 
& co., Inc.  The underside of steel stair shall be finished with painted gypsum board." 
 
56.  Section 1.7.8.2 resilient base- “4” Vinyl Tile Base”. Please clarify “Tile Base”. Is rubber base 
acceptable in lieu of vinyl? 
 
Response:  We prefer vinyl because it comes in longer lengths.  
 
57.  What is the length, width, weight and turning radius of vehicles expected on all areas of the site 
such as (if applicable):  Delivery truck (e.g., 40’ long intermediate, 74’ long interstate semi-trailer, etc.), 
Front loading garbage truck, Bus (e.g. 40’ long bus or 60” long (coach) bus?, Fire Truck? 
 
Response:  Full-size semi-tractor trailer trucks will make deliveries to the Galley.  Fire trucks are 
required to approach the front walk of the building, and shall be able to drive around the rear of 
the building.  Front loading garbage trucks will be used for the dumpsters.  Full-size busses will be 
used to transport students. Turning radii can be found in reference standards. 
 
58.  The specifications (1.7.11) call for residential grade products only available from Home Depot 
which does not meet NFPA 701 code.  Can commercial grade products which meet fire code be offered 
as an alternative? 
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Response:  We don’t understand the question.  Nowhere are residential grade products specified. 
 
59.  Will consideration of Relevant Projects and Past Performance Projects performed by significant 
subcontractors be allowed/accepted as experience for the SDVOSB general contractor for this proposal? 
 
Response:  The Government will evaluate the offeror and its team (subcontractors) in accordance 
with Section M, Evaluation Factors for Award.   
 
60.  Nothing is mentioned in the RFP concerning a Joint Venture. Will the Guard consider Joint Venture 
team submittals? 
 
Response:  Please refer to FAR 52.219-27(d) of the solicitation (Page 18 of 38) for information 
regarding a joint venture. 
 
61.  Regarding Amendment 1, Past Performance, “Submit past performance references and evaluations 
for up to five (5) projects for the offeror and/or its team members.” 
 
a.  May bidders submit previously completed Past Performance Evaluations?  Many clients complain 
about requests to complete these forms. 
 
Response:  Yes. 
 
b.  Is there a particular form we must use?  
 
Response:  No. 
 
c.  Do Past Performance Evaluations go directly to the Coast Guard or should they be enclosed in the 
proposal? 
 
Response:  Past Performance documentation shall be enclosed with the proposal as addressed in 
Section L, Instructions, Conditions, and Notices to Offerors, paragraph L.7.  
 
62.  Relevant Experience information is required for submission in four categories however no details 
were provided outlining what information is required.  No form was included for completion. 
 
a.  Can we expect a Relevant Experience form to be released or is each offeror to devise their own? 
 
Response:  A form will not be provided.  For projects identified in Technical Factor A, provide the 
Offeror and/or Team Member Name, Project Title, DUNS Number, Contract Number, Award 
Date, Completion Date, Contract Award Amount, Final Contract Amount, Project Description, 
and Customer Contact.  
 
b.  If the offeror has a project that fits more than one of the four categories, may that project be 
submitted in each category? 
 
Response:  Yes. 
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63.  Past performance references and evaluations are required for up to five projects for the offeror 
and/or its team members.  No form was included for completion.  
 
a.  Can we expect a questionnaire form to be released or is each offeror to devise their own?   
 
Response:  A questionnaire form will not be provided.   
 
b.  May reference forms from PPIRS be submitted?  
 
Response:  Yes. 
 
c.  Must these references be on the projects submitted under M.3.1.A?   

Response:  Yes.  Submit past performance references and evaluations for up to five projects identified in 
Technical Factor A.1 for the offeror and/or its team member. 
 
64.  There was nothing that spoke of a Technical Approach and the need to explain the team 
arrangement.   Are either required? 
 
Response:  The Government will evaluate proposals specifically in accordance with the evaluation 
factors in Section M, Evaluation Factors for Award, paragraph M.3 Evaluation Factors.  
 
65.  Is there a page limitation? Double-sided printing preferred? 
 
Response:  There is no page limitation.  Double-sided printing is not required. 
 
66.  Are there any specific requirements for the team arrangement as far as what positions must be 
established? Organizational Chart required? 
 
Response:  The Government will evaluate proposals specifically in accordance with the evaluation 
factors in Section M, Evaluation Factors for Award, paragraph M.3 Evaluation Factors.  
 
67.  The Elizabeth City FE number (252-225-6186) provided for the local utility providers (Electricity, 
Water, Sewer, and Telephone) is not a working number.  Please provide an alternate number to be used 
for these utilities to be contacted. 
 
Response:  The correct number for the FE office is 252-335-6870. 
 
68.  In support of providing our proposal, we have put together a teaming relationship (Prime 
Contractor/Sub Contractor Teaming Relationship) with our main Subcontractor. In support of our 
proposal, will the Coast Guard consider the Past Performance of our main subcontractor, as they have 
extensive experience performing work of this scope and magnitude?  Their Past Performance would be a 
critical part of our proposal package for the Source Selection Committee/Review Board to consider. 
 
Response:  The Government will evaluate the offeror and its team (subcontractors) in accordance 
with Section M, Evaluation Factors for Award.   
  
69. Should bidders submit solar thermal or solar PV designs in the base bid or as an alternate? 
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Response:  We offer no opinion on how you choose to heat or cool the building as long as it meets 
RFP requirements and LEED criteria.  No objection will be made if a contractor elects to use solar 
thermal or solar PV. 
 
70.  Will the Coast Guard require commissioning of building envelope for air leakage? 
 
Response:  Minimum commissioning requirements are outlined in specification section 1.12.9. 
 
71.  It is our understanding that the shower floors and walls are to be porcelain and ceramic tile.  There 
is no requirement in this Solicitation for coved base. Please be aware that the shower areas will perform 
better if they have a coved base.  
 
Response:  Provide bull nose and cove tiles for all transitions between floor and wall and at 
shower curbs. 
 
72.  Are there any specific requirements for the quality of the Suspended Acoustical Tile, i.e. NRC, 
Scratch resistance, CAC ect? 
 
Response:  See Section 01158, 1.7.7 for requirements. 
 
73.  Please clarify “Slip Resistant” Under the project specifications 1.7.8.2, Floor finishes. What is the 
minimum Coefficient of Friction required for the ceramic floor tile when wet? 
 
Response:   Per ASTM C1028, minimum Coefficient of Friction required is =>0.60. 
 
74.  Is a 6”x6” porcelain tile required at the shower floors in the typical Berth Bath?  This will be 
difficult to slope to the drain.  Is a 2”x2” floor tile acceptable in Lieu of a 6”X6” tile?  Also, on drawing 
A501, Note 6 there is a requirement for a 4” curb at the shower.  Is this to be the same as the porcelain 
floor tile in the shower? This too will be easier to achieve with a 2”X2” tile. 
 
Response:  Use 6” x 6” tile as called for in the RFP.  Curb is also intended to be 6”x6” porcelain 
tile. 
 
75.  Please provide the minimum finish requirements for the corridor areas of the Galley back-of-house. 
There are no room numbers and therefore no finishes listed in the schedule. 
 
Response:  On drawing A501, add a new note G7, under “General Finish Schedule Notes to read: 
“The corridors are extensions of Receiving and Food Prep areas and shall therefore have 
matching finishes.” 
 
76.  For the LCCA analysis requested in 1.11.14 of the specification, what is the cost of energy and 
utility escalation rate to be used for the 25 year analysis period? 
 
Response:  Use the latest Department of Energy “Procedures for Life cycle cost Analyses” 
guidelines published in the Federal Register, ASHRAE and other similar standards for 
determining energy and utility escalation rates. 
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77.  Please provide a copy of the Wetlands Determination letter for the project area including the 
wooded area planned for the Stormwater BMP.  
 
Response:  No wetlands determination letter has been created to furnish. 
 
78.  Section 01158 Paragraph 1.4.2.2 (Site Planning) indicates that the project area is relatively flat and 
Drawings C101, C102 and C103 show only two contours across the entire site. Please provide a drawing 
with spot elevations so that earthwork calculations can be performed more accurately.  
  
Response:  No additional topographic drawings will be provided. Contractor will need to base his 
design on the information provided in the RFP. 
 
79.  Section 01158 Paragraph 1.4.3.2 (Site Clearing, Earthwork, and Drainage) indicates that the 
“Contractor may utilize the wooded area north of the site between the new building and the western 
property boundary drainage canal for SWM purposes.”  However this area is not included in Drawings 
C101, C102 and C103.  Please provide detailed tree and topographic survey of this area.  
 
Response:  Wooded area is included in the reference drawings also provided with RFP. 
 
80.  Specific note #11 on Sheet C103 indicates that the minimum concrete walk width should be 16’ and 
it points to several locations on the plan.  However the plan shows smaller sidewalk widths in some 
areas, such as 5’, 6’ and 8’.  Please clarify minimum sidewalk width to be used.   
  
Response:  Note 11 pertains to the large walk that runs from Moukawsher Drive up Exchange 
Street then over to the walk that connects the Barracks with the Galley. 
 
81.  Specific Note #12 on Sheet C103 indicates a 12’ wide drive for maintenance vehicles that crosses 
over the existing 5’ chain-link fence for the ball field to remain.  Please clarify if this portion of the 
fence needs to be demolished or the maintenance drive relocated to protect the existing fence.  
  
Response:  Fence may be demolished. 
 
82.  Please indicate the preferred width and depth of parking stalls as well as the width of drive aisles.   
 
Response:  Standard parking stalls shall be 9’ min x 19’ deep min with 25’ between stalls if 90 
degree parking is used.  The suggested layout of the Army TM 5-803-5 “Installation Design”, 
Chapter 5 may be used for additional guidance.  
 
83.  Please provide the minimum width of landscape islands to be provided within parking areas and the 
maximum number of contiguous parking spaces between landscaped islands.  
 
Response:  The suggested layout included in the Army TM 5-803-5 “Installation Design”, Chapter 
5 may be used for guidance.  
 
84.  Section 01158 Paragraph 1.4.4.1 (Water System) indicates that “Available water supply is sufficient 
in capacity and pressure to meet the needs of the proposed facilities.”  However, Paragraph 1.10.2.1 
(Automatic Sprinkler System) indicates that “For the purpose of the Base Bid, the contractor shall 
assume that adequate pressure is not available and the cost of providing a fire pump(s), tank(s), if 
required and all appurtenances shall be included.  If it is determined during the design development that 
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fire pumps are not required, a credit for eliminating the pumps shall be provided.”  Detailed system 
information including flows and static and residual pressures are necessary to properly and accurately 
size the domestic watermain loop, domestic water services, fire water services, fire pumps and tanks.  
Please provide this information.  
 
Response:  Recent information is now available. Flow test on the closest hydrant to the proposed 
exchange and Barracks sites was 912 to 959 GPM with a static head of 60 PSI. 
 
85.  Section 01158 Paragraph 1.4.4.5 (Fire Protection) indicates “A distribution line to provide fire water 
will be drawn from the main potable water service prior to entry into each facility.”  However, 
Paragraph 1.11.1.3.a (Water Flow) indicates that “A new water service is to be installed to the building 
which is to be split inside the building for domestic and fire water use.”  Please clarify is fire water 
service line is to be split inside or outside the building.  
 
Response:  The intent is split the fire water service inside the building.  In Section 01158, Paragraph 
1.4.4.5 (Fire Protection) -  delete the second sentence “A separate valve must be installed on both the 
potable water and fire water service lines such that closure of the potable water line would not disrupt 
service to the fire water line.” and insert the following sentence:  “See paragraph 1.11.1.3 Water flow for 
additional requirements.” 
 
86.  Section 01158 paragraph 1.4.2.3 (Site Planning) indicates “The location of each meter shall be 
easily accessible, but not obvious.”  Can the water meter be provided inside the mechanical room?   
 
Response:  Yes. 
 
87.  Does the fire water line need to be metered?  If so, do the domestic and fire lines need to be metered 
together or separately?  
 
Response:  Domestic and fire lines may be metered together as long as the meter connection is 
located upstream of the required split and does not violate code.  
 
88.  The RFP states in Section 1.5.2 of the specification that deep foundations shall be used for the 
barracks structure but the geotechnical report by GET Solutions Inc. allows shallow foundations for both 
structures.  Please confirm that deep foundations are not required by the government.  If the government 
does require the barracks to be supported on deep foundations, please provide preliminary deep 
foundation information as none is included in the current geotechnical report.  
 
Response:  The contractor and his designer of record must determine appropriate code complying 
foundations for both buildings. 
 
89.  General Note #1 sheet 101 (applies to sheets 101-103) indicates "Interior walls shall run full height 
from floor to roof structure above to provide sound isolation between spaces."  Does this note apply to 
the walls separating the bathrooms within the berthing rooms from the balance of that berthing room?  
 
Response:  Walls that have no floors above them may terminate below the roof/attic if the 
minimum STC rating is maintained.   
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90.  Section 1.3.2.2.2 indicates “Thrun Hall Barracks and Galley buildings shall be certified ‘Silver’ by 
the US Green Building Council (USGBC) LEED-NC.”  Is the contractor to certify both buildings as a 
single project?  Or should they be certified separately?   
 
Response:  Contractor has option to use either method. 
 
91.  They are asking for diesel driven fire pumps and are also requiring separate emergency generators 
for each building.  The question is can we tie an electric driven fire pump to the generator in lieu of 
using the diesel driven pump?  This may be a more cost effective option since diesel driven fire pumps 
are expensive. 
 
Response:  No. 
   
92.  In paragraph 1.12.1.4 they say that the HVAC system shall be selected based on life cycle cost 
analysis.  They then go on to say the resident room rooms shall be served by 4-pipe fan coils.  The 
question is do we go by 1.12.1.4 or do we use 4-pipe fan coils? The best system in terms of life cycle 
cost may not be 4-pipe fan coil system. 
 
Response:  Contractor will have option to select any HVAC system with lowest life cycle cost (that 
complies with the Buy American Act).  However, individual through the wall units will not be 
permitted. 
 
93.  In order to accurately estimate the cost of the fire pump(s), tank(s), and appurtenances required for 
the Fire Sprinkler system, a recent hydrant flow test is required.  The DBC is aware of the fire hydrant 
flow test requirement indicated in the following Article (1.10.2.2), however, that will be required either 
way prior to commencing with the hydraulic calculations.  Therefore, for pricing purposes, please 
provide a recent hydrant flow test. References the RFP, Section 01158, Paragraph 1.10.2.1 and 1.10.2.2. 
 
Response:  Recent information is now available.  Flow test on the closest hydrant to the proposed 
exchange and Barracks sites was 912 to 959 GPM with a static head of 60 PSI. 
 
94.  RFP Section 01158, 1.1.1.2 states the Barracks and Galley buildings are to be considered "Low 
Level" of protection.  This contradicts with what RFP Section 01158, 1.8.1 indicates.  A Level IV 
Occupancy Category requires a Level IV Progressive Collapse design, which would mean the buildings 
fall under the highest level of protection.  Therefore, please confirm the Occupancy Category should be 
Level II, which would match the "Low Level" protection requirement as indicated above.  References 
the RFP, Section 01158, Paragraph 1.1.1.2 and 1.8.1.   
 
Response:  RFP requires Barracks shall be designed for IBC Occupancy Category IV and 
designed against progressive collapse in accordance with current version of UFC 4-023-03.  
 
95.  In Paragraph 1.5.2 of Section 01158_1.5, the text reads “For bidding purposes, assume … Three 
Story Barracks will be supported on deep foundations.”  However, Paragraph 4.4 of the GET Solutions, 
Inc. “Preliminary Report of Subsurface Investigation and Geotechnical Engineering Services” that is 
included with the bid documents, states “the proposed buildings can preliminarily be supported by 
shallow spread footings.” 
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Knowing that the Preliminary Geotechnical Report addresses shallow spread footings and ”deep 
foundations” can refer to various types of piles, caissons, etc., please clarify exactly the type of 
foundation that you require to be included in the proposal. 
 
Response:  The contractor and his designer of record must determine appropriate code complying 
foundations for both buildings. 
 
96.  RFP specification section 01158 paragraph 1.4.8.3 describes non-parking pavements, what areas are 
considered non-parking pavements?  Paragraph 1.4.8.7 conflicts with 1.4.8.3 conflict on the thickness of 
concrete pavement subject to vehicular traffic, one indicates 6” and the other 7”. Please confirm 
requirement. 
 
Response:  There is no conflict.  Paragraph 1.4.8.3 is referring to “non-parking” areas. “Non-
parking” areas include, but are not limited to, equipment pads under HVAC and electrical 
equipment, the area covered by note 6 on RFP drawing C103, entryways into the buildings, and to 
any mechanical/electrical room doors, sidewalks, dumpster pads and the like. Paragraph 1.4.8.7 is 
referring to areas subject to regular vehicle traffic such as the parking lot(s), roads to and from 
the parking lots.  
 
97.  RFP specification section 1158 paragraph 1.4.8.2 describes the pavement section for parking lots. 
What is the pavement section for the service drive behind the Galley? 
 
Response:  Treat this area as a non-parking area as described in paragraph 1.4.8.3. 
 
98.  Specification 1158 paragraph 1.7.19 states to use cast in place epoxy terrazzo for all of the stairway 
treads and landings.  Drawing A501 Note 1 states rubber treads on risers and intermediate landings.  
What is the intent? 
 
Response:  Provide concrete filled steel pan stairs.  Provide epoxy terrazzo on floor level landings, 
and rubber tile on intermediate landings.  Provide one-piece rubber treads.  Handrails and 
guardrails shall be clear anodized aluminum pipe system, equal to “Connectorail” by Julius Blum 
& co., Inc.  The underside of steel stair shall be finished with painted gypsum board." 
 
99.  The RFP requires assuming that the three story Barracks Building will be supported on deep 
foundations for bidding purposes. However, the subsurface investigation included with the RFP 
recommends shallow foundations for both the Barracks and Galley buildings.  Please confirm if shallow 
foundations are acceptable for the Barracks.  If not, please provide recommendations and design criteria 
to be assumed for the appropriate deep foundation system. 
 
Response:  The contractor and his designer of record must determine appropriate code complying 
foundations for both buildings. 
 
100.  The RFP states that the buildings shall be Classified as Occupancy Category IV in accordance with 
IBC for load calculations.  Does this designation also apply to UFC 4-023-03 for progressive collapse 
requirements? 
 
Response:  RFP requires Barracks shall be designed for IBC Occupancy Category IV and 
designed against progressive collapse in accordance with current version of UFC 4-023-03.  
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101.  Verify no contaminated materials are known to be on-site. 
 
Response:  There is no "known" contamination in the footprint of the Barracks and Galley 
project. 
 
102.  The RFP requires providing diesel engine driven fire pumps and separating emergency generators 
for each building.  Would the Government consider an option to the diesel driven fire pump, such as 
running it off of the emergency generator? 
 
Response:  No. 
 
103.  The RFP states that the HVAC system shall be selected based on life cycle cost analysis.  In 
subsequent paragraphs, it is stated that 4-pipe fan coils are to be used. Please clarify if the Government 
will consider an option to this system. 
 
Response:  Contractor will have option to select any HVAC system with lowest life cycle cost (that 
complies with the Buy American Act). However, individual through the wall units will not be 
permitted. 
 
104.  Specification 01500 - 1.3 indicates that a 160 SF trailer shall be provided specifically for the 
government inspector.  01500 - 1.5 through 1.7 indicates that utility consumption will be paid for by the 
government.  Please advise if utility consumption will be paid only for the government trailer, or if all 
temporary utility consumption throughout construction (i.e. jobsite consumption) will be paid for by the 
government. 
 
Response:  As noted in specification 01500, “reasonable” consumption of electricity and water will 
be without charge to the contractor. 
 
105.  Section 01158, para. 1.12.1.9 requires a cooling setpoint of 72 degrees in the kitchen area.  This is 
lower than we’ve seen on comparable buildings.  Please confirm this is the desired cooling setpoint 
temperature. 
 
Response:  Correct cooling setpoint is 76 degrees. 
 
106.  Please confirm the number of meals per day estimated to be prepared in the Galley. 
 
Response: 
 
Breakfast period      40 to 50 maximum 
Lunch period       100 to 180 maximum 
Dinner period      10 to 20 maximum 
Box meals (for aircrew) 26 to 37 maximum 
 
All quantities are “per day,” 7 days a week. 
 
107.  Will a full and complete survey be available for the project in CAD format? Currently a PDF exists 
for the site that should be accurate prior to the construction of the exchange. It was previously 
questioned if an as-built will be available for the exchange in CAD format. If so, will this as-built

include the entire site proposed for the barracks and dining hall? If not, will the original survey also be 
made available in CAD format? 
 
Response:  Autocad copies of the RFP drawings and any reference drawings will be made 
available to the winning contractor after award. However, the request that a “full and complete” 
survey be available will not be provided. Contractor is responsible for obtaining any additional 
survey data as required for his design.  We do not expect that any as-built drawings for the 
exchange to include areas not in the area of the exchange. 
 
108.  Please confirm that a four pipe HVAC system with horizontal fan coils, and associated makeup air 
units are desired for the Barracks per the RFP. 
 
Response:  Contractor will have option to select any HVAC system with lowest life cycle cost (that 
complies with the Buy American Act). However, individual through the wall units will not be 
permitted. 
 
109.  Drawing A401 – A dashed line is indicated on the First Floor Plan outside of doors D1 to the patio.  
This continues on the 2nd and 3rd floor plans.  Is this intended to be an overhang of the sloped metal 
roof?  
 
Response:  Provide a canopy.  Low slope roofing is indicated in Section 01158, 1.7.2.2. 
 
110.  Drawing A111 – A patio is indicated for the Galley Dining with what appears to be a wall and 
gate.  What size patio is required?  What is the material for the patio surface, is it pavers as noted for the 
Barracks patio in note 6 on Drawing A401? What is the wall and gate material and height?  
 
Response:  See General Note 6 added to Sheet A111 above.  
 
111.  The metal roof gauge/thickness is not specified by the RFP; please provide the metal roof gauge 
requirements.   
 
Response:  The gauge of the metal is dependent upon the panel profile, strength of metal, 
attachment method, substrate, and other factors.  The metal roofing shall be capable of 
withstanding the code required design wind loads, and meet manufacturer's written 
recommendations for the type of installation required/proposed. 
 
112.  Please advise of the elevation of the flood plain in the area.  We can not find this information on 
the documents provided. 
 
Response:  Some flood plain data is provided with the reference drawings of the new Exchange 
project (see dwg 2 of 57).  It provides the FEMA map references applicable to this project.  FEMA 
maps may be purchased from FEMA, but will not be furnished by the Coast Guard. 
 
113.  Is the generator for the Barracks to be sized for the future expansion.  The drawings indicate a 
spare conduit to be installed but never specify is the generator is to be sized for the future expansion as 
well 
 
Response:  No. 
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114.  What are the foot candles required for the new pole lights for the remaining ball field lighting.  The 
documents reference “recreational standards” but that is open to interpretation.  Are the existing pole 
lights up to recreational standards?  
 
Response:  Lighting can be based on IESNA illuminance criteria for baseball fields for Class IV  
play.  We have no information as to the illumination provided by the existing ball field lighting.    
 
115.  Please provide illumination levels for the exterior color surveillance cameras to be installed.   
 
Response:  No special illumination levels are required for surveillance cameras; the cameras have 
low light sensitivity as specified in 01158, 1.13.2.9.1. 
 
116.  The documents reference manholes 26J and 27J as possible connection points for the electrical 
service for the building(s).  Please advise of the location of 27J on the one line diagram (sheet E202).   
 
Response:  EMH29J shown on reference drawing 32-C03124, E202 is incorrectly labeled; it should 
be designated as EMH27J.  
  
117.  Please advise of the location of hut 20 referenced in spec 01158_1.14 – page 1 
 
Response:  See drawing C101, hut 20 is shown to the “north east” of the existing exchange (bldg 
15), just south of the three fuel tanks. 
 
118.  Section 01158_1.11 indicated that no flow tests have recently been completed.  Can the most 
recent flow information be provided with the date which it was performed?  The documents provide 
pressure but not flow information. 
 
Response:  Recent information is now available. Flow test on the closest hydrant to the proposed 
exchange and Barracks sites was 912 to 959 GPM with a static head of 60 PSI. 
 
119.  The documents did not give enough information to size the deep foundations suggested as the 
foundation requirement for the Barracks.  The preliminary soils report does not provide the skin friction 
factor and cohesion factors of the existing soils.  Please provide this information so foundation 
assumptions can be made 
 
Response:  The contractor and his designer of record must determine appropriate code complying 
foundations for both buildings. No additional data other than information provided in the RFP 
material and reference material will be provided. 
 
120.  We have been in contact with the local building department and they stated they do not have 
involvement with the base due to it being out of their jurisdiction.  Section 01158_1.3.1 and 1.4  indicate 
that the contractor is responsible for all permit(s).  Please advise of specific permits required so costs can 
be incorporated into our estimate.  Also verify that contractors will be given design review by the Coast 
Guard and the government. 
 
Response:  This is a design-build contract. Your designer of record should advise you of the 
permits required and include the cost of obtaining the permits in your bid. The Coast Guard or its 
designated agent will review the design submittals for compliance to the contract terms. 
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121.  Please provide CAD files of all civil drawings. 
 
Response:  Due to file size, CAD drawings are not available for uploading at the FedBizOp 
website. CAD drawings will be made available to the winning offerer at the time of award. 
 
122.  The 24% impervious area, as related to the storm water design, comes from the low density option 
in the NC Coastal Storm Water Rules. The Exchange project was permitted under this rule. This 
requirement was met by delineating a project area considerably larger than this project; this area is now 
proposed as the Barracks and Galley. Any construction in this area would be a violation of the existing 
storm water permit for the Exchange. Please confirm if is why the RFP states “incorporate the storm 
water runoff from the Exchange site into the project’s SWM system.” Please confirm that we are 
required to design storm water BMP’s large enough to meet the Coastal Rules for both our project and 
the Exchange project, and that we will need to re-permit the Exchange project 
 
Response:  The answer to all three questions (or confirm request) is “yes”. Contractor is to 
incorporate the storm water runoff from the Exchange site into the project’s SWM system, 
required to design storm water BMP’s large enough to meet the Coastal Rules for Thrun Hall 
project and the Exchange project, and will need to re-permit the Exchange project.  A copy of the 
Exchange permit will be provided to the winning offerer after award. 
 
123.  Is it acceptable to demonstrate experience in design of stormwater management systems in 
neighboring coastal zones of Virginia and still receive Technical credit?  References Amendment 1, 
Section M, Paragraph M3.3.1.A.2.a. 
 
Response:  No.  Demonstrate experience in design of stormwater management systems conforming 
to coastal zone state requirements of North Carolina in accordance with Section M, Evaluation 
Factors for Award.  
 
124.  Is there a specific format required when submitting the Past Performance evaluations, whether 
Government or private?  Typically, evaluation forms are provided.  Please confirm and provide if 
required. References Amendment 1, Section M, Paragraph M3.3.1.B.1. 
 
Response:  No. 
 
125.  What impact will the Rescue Swimmer Training Facility project have on the Thrun Hall project.  
Are we to make accommodations for additional stormwater management and sanitary sewer design due 
to this construction?  I could not find reference to this new facility in the specifications provided.
