The intent is to prevent infiltration of water from both heavy rain and tidal water, but at a minimum to prevent rainwater from getting in.

The following changes shall be incorporated into and become part of the contract documents.

PARAGRAPH 1.2, DESIGN

Add the following bid option paragraph:

1.2.7   Repair rolling hangar door track – This is a bid option.  Includes replacement of the concrete section containing the tracks for the hangar doors and related appurtenances.  The concrete is chipping, causing the tracks to become loose and unstable.  Repeated patching has helped but only short term.  Long suration submersion under salt water during the nor’easter sped the deterioration.
PARAGRAPH 1.3, BUILD

Add the following bid option paragraph:

1.3.7  Repair roll up door openings to prevent water infiltration – This is a bid option.  Includes any work necessary to replace the concrete section containing the tracks for the hangar doors and related appurtenances, per the approved final construction documents.

Item 0001:

The project involves repairing by replacement of the floor and wall – includes the removal and replacement of all existing floor finishes and the lower part of all dry walled walls and other necessary civil and electrical infrastructure work, and replace appurtenance per the approved final construction documents.  New floors and walls will be water resistant, so when the building floods water does not get under the floor finish or into the walls / Repair by replacement the electrical and communications outlets – includes the relocation of all electrical and communications outlets and related appurtenances per the approved final construction documents.  Outlets will still be located on the same vertical axis but will be raised up to prevent flooding and so as not to interfere with the water resistant finish on the lower part of the walls. /  Repair by replacement the areas of roof and ceiling that leak – includes the repair of areas of roof and ceiling that leak into the building, and related appurtenances per the approved final construct documents. /  Repair by replacement portions of the fire alarm system that are water damaged – includes the replacement of the existing fire alarm panel, damaged wiring, detectors, and other necessary civil and electrical infrastructure work, and related appurtenance per the approved final construction documents.  The area of damage is primarily underneath the raised section of the flooring. /  Repair window and associated structure on the north side – includes the repair of windows, interior and exterior structure surrounding them, and related appurtenances per the approved final construction documents.  Work to be accomplished as described in the Statement of Work.  This is a design/build project.
