Questions and Answers

29. Statement Implementing an automatic flood barrier system at the main entrance, as stated in the RFP, will require removal of the existing steel canopy and reconfiguration.  The foundation at the northeast entrance requires excavation adjacent to the existing bldg foundation and the removal of the inboard steel support columns for the overhead entrance canopy. The canopy will then have to be supported by new longer beams that will bear on a steel ledger attached (bolted) to the existing brick exterior wall or pocketed (grouted) into the wall. Is this the intent at this particular entrance?  No that is not the intent of this particular entrance.  There are products like the one that Flood Break and others make that would not require rebuilding the canopy.  Please look at the following web site for more information. http://www.floodbreak.com/?id=240  Please keep in mind the Flood Break barrier needs to be placed out from the building so that it does not block the opening of the entrance doors.  Some wall construction will be required as discussed at the onsite meeting.  For Bid purposes, a barrier that is a maximum of 3 feet tall and is in accordance with the Manufacturer’s recommendation is needed.
