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Langley Bowling Center
The following modifications have been made to the architectural, structural and mechanical drawings due to changes in the ceiling heights throughout the building.  The changes to the drawings have been identified as delta #1 with an issue date of 5.5.09.
ARCHITECTURAL

A2.3 – This sheet shows the existing concrete pillars on grid line 3 and 6 between grid line H and H.9.  The wall to the activity room #117 has been moved north towards the concourse.
A2.5 – Most of the ceiling heights have been lowered.  The bottom of structure for AHU’s #1 and #3 should be 109’ – 6” AFF.  AHU #2 should be 110’-0”AFF.  
The ceiling heights in the arcade and café have been lowered from 12’ to 10’.  The mech. units should be installed as high as possible.  The concourse ceiling has been lowered from 10’ to 9’ over the concourse with a 2’ raise over the approach area for the monitors.  The light cove along the concourse wall has been deleted.

A3.1 – The ceiling has been lowered in the restrooms.  This also reduces the height of the tile required for the room.  
A6.1, A6.2, A6.3 – The ceilings have been lowered in most all rooms which effect the elevations shown on these sheets.  

A7.1, A7.2 & A7.3 - The ceilings have been lowered in most all rooms which effect the elevations  and casework design shown on these sheets.  The menu boards in the café must be moved from the soffit to the back wall of the snack bar service counter.  The back counter of the bar has also been modified.

A8.1 – The ceiling details have been modified due to the lowering of the ceilings.

MECHANICAL

Sheet M3.0 has been modified to reflect the changes to the unit location and duct work for AHU’s 1,2,3 and 4.
STRUCTURAL

A new mechanical unit hanger system has been designed to replace the original structural platforms.  AHU’s 1,2,3 and 4 shall be suspended between the existing trusses per the attached drawings.
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
