STATEMENT OF WORK:  Furnish all plant, labor, equipment, materials, tools and perform all operations necessary to provide a complete and usable facility in accordance with the Drawings and other pertinent project documents and specifications contained under Project Numbers MUHJ 04-8000 and MUHJ 07-4004, the General Contractor shall include as part of the Scope of Work, but shall not be limited to, the major items on work identified in the Statement of Work.  The NAF Portion of this project will include but is not limited to the construction of a 5,064 square foot addition to the existing bowling center to include expansion of the existing snack bar, kitchen, seating area, restrooms and a smoking area with its own special air ventilation system and smoke containment features.  Addition work will include the renovation of interior wall coverings, carpet, tiles, reflected ceiling, and raising and leveling the floors in settee area.  The APF construction will include but is not limited to the replacement of fire detection/mass notification system, abatement of asbestos, bringing of electrical system up to code, replacement of HVAC and hot water distribution system, and relocation of the sanitary sewer system.  All work shall be accomplished in accordance with the Statement of Work (SOW), attached Specifications, drawings, and the terms and conditions of the basic contract.  The SOW describes the requirements and the type of work required.  This is a Bid/Build project with a base and option bid items.  Option Bid items for the NAF portion include the following: bridge to theater, upgraded interior finishes in the entry, and install new ceiling tiles overs lanes.  Option Bid items for the APF portion include the following: replace existing heating pumps, and upgrading lighting in the pinsetter area and all back work rooms at bowling center.  This Request for Proposal will ONLY cover combinations for award of Base Bid items, Bid Option#1, Bid Option#2, Bid Option#3, Bid Option#4, and Bid Option#5.    

SITE VISIT/PRE-PROPOSAL MEETING:  The site visit is scheduled for 2:00 P.M. on Tuesday, 26 August 2008, at the Bowling Center.      
SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS:  Proposals are due to the Contracting Office on Monday, 15 September 2008 at 2:00 P.M.  The last day the Government will receive questions on the RFP is Friday, 05 September 2008.    
PERFORMANCE PERIOD:  The Construction period for this project is 360 calendar days, following issuance of the Notice to Proceed.    

MAGNITUDE OF CONSTRUCTION PROJECT:  Estimated between $1,000,000 and $5,000,000.    

PROPOSAL ACCEPTANCE PERIOD:  120 days for Government acceptance after the date offers are due.  

PROPOSAL PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS:  Reference Section H, paragraph 3.3.1.  Also reference General Provision paragraph 4.5.3 for cost estimate requirement.    
BASIS OF AWARD:  In accordance with Section H, paragraph 3 – Low Price.  
The award will be made to the offeror with the total lowest price.  Total lowest price is defined as all Base Bid items and all Bid Options.  Upon award of base bid items, bid options may be awarded based on the availability of funds.  The Government reserves the right to award the bid option items at Contracting Officer discretion based on proposed prices and availability of funds.  If funds are not available at all for option CLINS the Contracting Officer will award to the lowest proposed price of all Base Bid items only.  Bid Options will only be awarded with the initial delivery order depending on the availability of funds and will be exercised until all funds are exhausted.  

FUNDING:  Contracting authority funding has been provided for this project.    
Government Furnished and Government Installed Property:  The following items will be Government Furnished and/or Government Installed.
Kitchen Equipment.  The Government will provide existing kitchen equipment and FF&E equipment which will be reused for this project.    
Bowling Equipment.  Bowling equipment shall be Government furnished and Government installed.  Rough out, power, and empty communication conduits with pull strings shall be provided by the Contractor. 

Sound / Video / Light Equipment.  Special Glow Bowling devices as indicated on sheet E3.01 are to be provided and installed by the Government.  All wiring, conduits shall be provided by the Contractor.
