RFI 4

1.       On a recent job a LAFB (similar scope) we applied and overlay

floor to the existing and encountered some serious problems with cracking.

This was a very expensive repair that we had to absorb.

Could you please provide some guidance on expansion joints for the new floor.

Answer 1:  Follow manufacturer's recommendations.  There is no evidence of any sub floor problems.

2.       The only work being performed in the service counter area is to

remove the asbestos tile behind the counter, new counter and patch/paint the wall. Is this correct?

Answer 2:  Site visit guidance was to propose an overall facelift for the entire service entrance area, using the entrance area at McClellan Fitness Center as a general guide.

3.       On the site visit we noticed that there was settling on the

exterior masonry vaneer, on both sides of the emergency exit doors, indicating a potential issue with the substrate of the existing gymnasium floor. The extent of any potential problems will not be known until the existing wood floor and supports are demoed. Please advise.

Answer 3:  The current floor is to be replaced because it is old, there is no evidence of damage of any kind to the floor, and no evidence that the sub floor has caused or had any impacts on the current gym floor.

4.       HVAC in gymnasium - the stairways to the mezzanine are not

closed off. Should that area be considered in the HVAC upgrades or is that area conditioned separately.

Answer 4:  mezzanine is conditioned separately and is closed off by air curtains.
