Subject RFP is amended as follows:  Incorporate Question and Answers, and add Bid Item 0005 to dispose of contaminated AFFF Foam and Purchase new AFFF Foam.
Submission of Proposal remains unchanged.  Proposals are due to the Contracting Office on 22 September 2009 at 2:00 p.m.  
1. Specification Section 01110-1.22.1 addresses requirements for an assortment of survey data including horizontal and vertical control surveys, GPS data, and topographic/infrastructure surveys.  By chance, has this specification been included in error or is this information actually needed for the new tanks?

A. That particular requirement, Specification Section 01110-1.22.1 does not apply to the project.

2. The contract documents instruct us to salvage the existing AFFF Concentrate, conduct our own contamination test and replace if necessary.  This procedure would add several weeks to the projects just waiting on the test results to come back from the lab.  We as sub-contractors would not know whether to price in new foam or not.  Can the Government have the AFFF Foam Concentrate tested now and then be able to tell everyone whether to replace it or re-use it; or based on experience can the Government make the decision that the concentrate is most likely contaminated and instruct everyone to include in their price all new foam?

A. Include the analysis cost in the proposal.  An additional Bid Item will be added to the RFP to dispose of the old contaminated foam (as confirmed by the analysis) and the purchase of new foam. 

3. What is the tank size?

A. Provide the tank as indicated in the Drawings and Specifications.
4. Section 01 50 02 para. 1.5 (Contractor’s Temporary Facilities) addresses the requirement for an administrative field office for the contractor.  Para. 1.6 requires the same for the Government Resident Engineer.  Associated with this are the requirements for a project bulletin board and project sign.  These requirements are typically found on the larger, long-term projects.  I would estimate the actual time “on-site” would be limited to six weeks.  As such, would you consider waiving these requirements?

A. This requirement is not required.

5. Can we get a clarification on this? In the fire suppression spec it says to paint all non stainless steel piping, none of the existing piping in the buildings are painted?

A. The Contractor is only required to paint the non-stainless piping that is associated with the project (i.e. the 8" replacement PPE). This only applies when the existing pipes are painted, then the replacement piping would need to be painted to match them.
