
 STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW) FOR

MULTIPLE AWARD CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT (MACC)

PROJECT NUMBER & TITLE: 

MUHJ 08-4061 REPAIR FACILITY FOR F-22A MAINTENANCE, FACILITY 369
The following statement of work for the MACC contract is keyed to the General Provisions contained in Attachment 3 to the basic contract and serves to clarify intent within the annotated paragraphs.  The requirements identified within the General Provisions shall remain in full affect unless otherwise specifically noted.  The Contractor’s bid shall reflect associated costs for the various work items that are identified in the project Bid Schedule provided by the Government.  The Contractor’s final cost proposal shall clearly and separately identify costs for work requirements that are considered base bid and any associated optional bid items.  Bids submitted by the Contractor shall be consistent with the Bid Schedule and shall reflect the Base Bid cost and Optional Bid Item costs that are associated with the subject project.

To provide a complete and usable facility in accordance with the drawings, specifications and other pertinent project documents contained under Project Numbers MUHJ 08-4061, the Contractor shall perform, but shall not be limited to, the major items of work identified in this Statement of Work.  The Contractor shall visit the site to determine the existing site conditions and actual scope of work that will affect the finished product.

CURRENT CONDITIONS:
The current facility has been vacated and is schedule for renovation to accommodate F-22A maintenance.  The structure is approximately a 17,000 SF metal clad building which currently consists of some administrative and support spaces to include latrines, mechanical equipment room and a mezannine.  The interior spaces must be refurbished and revisions to the interior layout are required to provide appropriate spaces to support F-22A maintenance.  Upgrades to the heating, lighting, plumbing, mechanical, communications and electrical systems will be necessary to support the maintenance mission.  The hangar doors need to be repaired and fitted with new hangar door seals.  The mezannine is not configured for personnel use.  The current facility lacks security and fire protection measure for F-22A maintenance.  Privisions for appropriate security and fire protection/suspression systems are essential and must be provided. 
The Contractor shall use the government-furnished documents to complete the build effort as outlined in all following sections of this Statement of Work.  
1.2 BUILD: The Contractor shall accomplish the required demolition and make the necessary repairs to Facility 369 to accommodate F-22A aircraft maintenance.  The Contractor shall renovate the existing building interior to provide hangar space and noted support facilities [see 100% design drawings (BCE Drawings Number FY09007), associated specifications and supporting documents] which shall adequately support the maintenance of two F-22A Raptor aircraft.  Project scope also includes all required utilities to support the renovated facility and associated civil work and site improvements. Repair work, as indicated in the design drawings, includes repair of structural framing and seals of hangar door, development of interior spaces, to include, but not limited to, the following:  work and aircraft maintenance, equipment storage and personnel support and administrative areas with new interior partitions, suspended ceiling system, and floor/wall finishes.  The SOW also includes, but is not limited to, various architectural changes, new finishes, and work associated with the following systems:  vacuum and compressed air, plumbing, fire alarm/detection/suppression, mechanical, electrical, communications and security, as identified in above referenced drawings.
